DUMA WON'T ABOLISH
« THE DEATH PENALTY

e,

Gapital Punishment is Neces-
sary in Russia

Thousands of Murders Cemmitted Every
Yoar—Martial Law May Give Place
t9 Normal Criminal Code.

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 18.—The
sub-committee on justice of the Duma,
to which was referred the oppoistion
measure for the abolition of the death
renalty in Russia, has decided to re-
commend the bill unfavorably, first
because it is outside of the compet-
ence of parliament, and second be-
cause the advisability of abandoning
the death penalty at present is consid-
ered questionable.

In its report, the committee draws a
comparison between the number of
executibns and murders and murder-
ous attempts since 1904, showing as
against ten executions in 1905, 144 in
1206, 1,139 in 1907 and 825 in 1908, that
631 persons were killed and wounded
in 1905, and 4,001 in 1906. In 1907 the
killed alone numbered 3,001, and in
1908, 1,830. :

Of the crimes in 1907 and 1908, 1,170
and 1,434 respectively were murders of
private individuals, having no poli-
tical or revolutionary bearing, usually
for purposes of robbery. Official fiz-
ures for 1909 are lacking, but newspa-
per reports show & great falling off n
both crimes and executions. The ob-
Jjects of the bill, according to the sub-
committee, can better be attained by
the restitution of the normal criminal
code in regions now administered un-
der martial law and its minor forms
of extraordinary and reinforced secur-
ity and the committee recommends
that this be done immediately in all
districts where ‘order has been re-
stored.
