Ttis well known that in the United Stateés, Fxecu-
tive officers are excladed fgom the House of Repre-
sentatives, ( an express atticle of the Constitution.
The principle on which this exclusion is founded is
perfeetly consistent with the whole system mlo{ptcd
in that country. ‘There every thing emmiates from
the people, and the power of the peaple is brought
to bear directly in ov}r/v thing. The Representa-

tives in the Siates’ Legislatares are élected annnal-
ly, and in the general Congress, biennually; while
the President himself ig'¢hosen for four years : and
to almost all of the offices, no person can be re-
elected to moré than a given number of times of
till after certain prescribed intervals. Fhe President
has the power, of course, of appointing the Fxeca-
tive officers, to whom he has to look for advice and
asgistanco, in carrying on the business of the conn-
try; but that the power nay remain in the people,
ancontronled by any countey influence on the part
of the Executive, niv Executive officer is allowed to
have a seat in the House of Representatives.

In Great Britain_power is not exercised by the
people directly, as it is .n the States: neither are
their representatives elected for such short periods,
nor is their re-election in any way restrained. The
contest for power does not lig as it does in America,
between the people and the Executive, but between
certain great parties in the nation, who each endea-
vour tosecro a majority in tha House of Commons:
for the reigning Sovereign i obliged to chonse
Ministers out of that party which can command a
majority in the Comthons. It is in the House of
Commons that the business of the country is trans-
acted, and there it is, that the contest for the honors
and emoluments of office is carried on. It becomes
necessary therefore that the ministers of the Crown,
a large portion of then at least, should be present,
to condncet the public business, and look to lllLil"U‘v'Vll
interests.

But with as, the Exeentive does not depend for
his admission to, or continuance in office npot the
Assembly. e is appointed, with ol the other
Exdeative officers, by the Crown, and holds oflice
during the pleasure of the Crown, uninfluenced
by the Representatives of the people, The contest
for poser liss with ns, fiot between certain great
parties in the state, as in Great Britan; but as itis
it the States, between the Executive appointed by
the Crown and the people.—and fot the people

Assemibly. ‘I'ne ¢hief objeet in granting to_the
Provinees a representative constitufion, was to afiord
them a protection against an undue exercise of Exe-
cntive power, or of the prerogatives of the Crown.
The Assembly is desigired by the constitution o be
acheck u o xeeutive,  Of course thut check
will he wedkened, if Exeeutive officersbecome mem-
bors of the Honse ; they ought therefore on that
account to be excluded from it, as they are in the
States.
