Modern Priscilla.
Dissolve 1 1-2 cakes of good yeast 

in 1-2 pint of warm water and sweet 
milk. Beat stiff with flour and set to 
rise. I vet rise twice its height. Sift 
two quarts of flout into a bowl. Salt 
to taste. Stir in one tablespoonful of 
cinnamon.
(or rendered beef fat and butter mix­
ed) into 3-4 pint of warm sweet milk 
and stir into flour, mixing thoroughly 
with wooden spoon. Beat in one egg. 
Now pour in the yeast, beating with 
spoon until dough loosens from edge 
of bowl. Leave In bowl and set In 
cool place overnight.

Next mornlngt Greace pans first. 
Pour dough on floured board, knead­
ing until firm. Cut off medium size 
piece, roll until 1-2 inch thick, using 
rolling pin. Butter thinly, sprinkle 
with sugar, cinnamon and seeded ratl­
ins. Roll up and place in pan to rise. 
Bake in moderately hot oven.

Take another piece, roll as abov-), 
spread with good jelly and: lay flat 
In the bottom of pan. Roll out an­
other piece the same size and lay on 
top of first layer. Bet to rise. Bake 
when well up.

There recipes make an extremely 
good cake which will keep freah for 
ten days.
