It has been estimated, on a careful
calculation, that the amount saved
to the Canadian consumer as a result
of the action taken during tiis period
by government agencies regarding
sugar transactions was not less than
$20,000,000. In 1919 Capadian sugar
men, estimating the general situation,

more accurately perhaps than did
the refiners of the United States,

bought heavily of low priced susar,
buying more than the Canadian mark-
et seemed to justify and expecting to
market the surplas profitably by ex-
port. This was, however, preveuted
by an embargo on expori, there being|
still some apprehension of a susar
shortage, and Canadians had the
benefit of cheap and plentiful sugar.
It may be added that when the em-
bargo, as such ceased to exist (he
refiners ap the request of the govern-
ment, still refrained from exporting
sugar, though the price in the United
States remained for some time sever-

al cents above the Canadian price,
The sugar growers, taking advantage

GEDDES ENDEAVORS

Greatest Secrecy Being Ob-
served Regarding Delibera-
tions Being Held.

London, Oct. 13—8ir Eric Geddes,
Minister of Transportation, is visiting
reland’ for the purpose of settling the
trouble be!ween the Government and
the Irish railwaymen, who, for some
time, have refused to operate trains
carrying military, according to a de
épatci to the Bvening News from Dub-

lin.
The correspondent says Sir Bric
had met the ralilway ‘managens and

the direcicrs of the railroads, together
with Sir Hamar Greenwood, the chief
secretary for Ireland, but that e
greatest secrecy is being observed
with regard to their delfberations.

He expresses the belief, however,
that the railway companies agreed to
try and carry out their obligations re-
garding priority for government traf-
fio, including the carrying of soldiers,
police an1 munitions, and that if they
are unsuccessful, they will lose the
government's subsidy. On ti» other
band, the correspondent i1ds, by ae-
quiescing in the governm~ut's demanq
they will stand a chance of seeing the
raflways close down by the refusal
of the ‘men to operate tham.
