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MILITARY SITUATION _
SATISFACTORY.

Washington Gets Messages from Both
Conger and Chaffee — About With-
drawing.

Washingion, Sept. 4—A very interesting
despatch was received today at the war
depantment from General Chaffee. It de-
scribed the military situation as eminent-
ly satisfactory and would have been of
greater value, but for the omision com-
mon to all of the other official despatches
from China, namely, the date line.

However, taking into consideration the
fact that a cablegram was received by the
statc department today dated five days
ago, from Mr. Conger, the conclusion was
reached that General Chaffee’s despatch
also was sent from Pekin about August
29th or 30th. General Chaffee asks, a
very important question as to the with-
drawal of the American troops. The an-
swer to that question, it is said, might
have been found in the state department’s |
answer to the Russian evacuation propo-
wition.- But that answer, or rather a syn-
opsis of it, was not cabled to General
Chaffeg until the 30th ultimo, and it is
assumed that, allowing for the same time
in transmittal ds was consumpd by Gen.
Chaffee’s despatch reecived today, the
synopsis has just reached him. When the
American answer {o the Russian proposals
was made public, it was stated that Gen-
eral Chaffee had been instruated some
time before, by telegraph, just what course
%o pursue in the matter of retiring from
Pekin in the event of the emergency
that afterward arose. This being so, to-
day’s application for instructions might
be regarded as an indication that he had
not received the original instructions
when ke sent his message.

1t is dtated that no order has been sent
to General Chaffee to leave Pekin as the
result, of any recent development. In fact,
it would seem that the war department
is not able to instruct him more specifi-
cally on ‘this point until the decition of
the powers relative to general evacuation
s known. It was stated at, the war de-
partment, that our position was unchang-
ed: §f Russia withdraws her troops then
(General Chafiee will do the same. Mean-

while it is gathered that conditions in

Chlina are still disordered and foreign
life and property arve still unsafe.

The despatch received from Minister
Conger awas gratifying to officials in that

“jt contained the date of Pekin, August

30, as an integral part of the message
and this pant cipher. Aside from bring-
ing the information-up to a recent day,
it satisfied the officials that the minister
at last had received the instructions to
include the place and date of each mes-
sage as an integral part of it. This prom-
jses to do away with the great confusion
caused thus far in dateless messages.

The text of the Conger despatch was
not made public, but it was autthoritative-
ly stated that it did mot change the sit-
uation and was devoted somewhat to ex-
prethions of - opinton. It is  authorita-
(tively: stated also that Minister (Conger
will remain at his: post until further or-:
ders. Up to this time he has expressed
no wish to be ‘relieved, and the state
department holdd that since he has passed
through the petrilous ordeal of the siege
He' is not Jikely to desire a relief under
the ‘present more favorable conditions.

In diplomatic quarters Russia’s motive
continues to be a fruitful theme. ' The
theory- advanced by "M. Blowitz in’ the
London Times, that it was an offset to
France for Russia’s supposed nomination
of Count Waldersee,  is regarded as pure-
ly fanciful. A mudh simpler and more
reasonable explanation is anvanced by onc
of the diplomatic officials who has taken
an active part in the negotiations. He
gays that Russia recognizes the obvious
fact that it is to her advantage to have
a weak neighbor, instead of having a par-
wition of China which would range a num-
ber of the powers alongside of Russia.
For this renson, it is said, Russia’s chief
aim is to maintain the present tervitorial
conditions.

The report that tlse: Chinese minister
at St. Petersburg, Mr. Yang Yu, was
obliged to give up hix palatial residence
and seck cheap quarters because of the
lack of remiltances from Pekin is dispos-
ed of by Mr. Si, one of the Chinese of-
ficials who has recently avrived here from
St. Petersburg. Ihe says that Mr. Yang
Yu gave up his house becanse the lease
had expired and he expeoted to be re
cabded.  This ~ was  before the  present
trouble and was in no way due to any
Jack of remittances. As a matter of fact
the information reaching here dhows that
the Chinese government is now carrying

An oflicial communication received here
through diplomatic channels, makes the
rather surprising statement that Li Hung
Chang is at present using all his cfforts
to have one or more of the powers dis-
sent from Russia’s proposition, believing
that a rupture of ule allies will be of
greater advantage to China than any
agreement even on the favorable basis put
forward by Russia.

The Empress Was Worked. '

London, Sept. 5.—The Empress Dow-
ager’s anti foreizn frenzy in June, accord-
ing to a special despateh from Shanghai,
was due to the presentation to her by
Prince Tuan of an ultimatum, which -is
now known to have been forged, in which
the powers demanded her abdication in
favor of Emperor Kwang Su, the removal
of the seat of government from Dekin,
the placing of Chinese finances under
‘Furopean controb and other sweepinu

Reported Commissioners Have Been Ap-
pointed to Negotiate Peace.

Washington, Sept. 4.—The reported edict.
of the Chinese government said to have
been issued from Tai Yuan Fu, appoint-
ing Li Iung Chang, Yung Lu, Hsu Tung
and Prince Ching as commissioners to
negotiate pcace, has not been communi-
cated to the state department thus far,
nor, so far as can be learned, have the
Chinese authorities here received such an
edict. It is probable, however, that some
such communication is in course of trans-
mission, with the two viceroys of Nau-
king and Wu Chow in place of Yung Lu
and Hsu Tung. The latter belongs to
the Pekin regime, which has been identi-
fied against the foreigners, while the two
viceroys mentioned are regarded as friend-
ly to the foreizners.

But if it were finally rejected
by all the powers, that would not neces-
sarily mean the disruption of the entente
since there is no ground for the belief
that Russia would then alone withdraw
from Pekin.”

IN “THE KING’S GARDEN.”

SCENE OF SUMMER REDOLENCE.

The Church, the anien of the King, Is a
"Place of Choice Frults and Select
Fruits—Various Types of Christians
Likened to as Many Varied Types of
Frait and Flowers.

Washington, Sept. 2.—This sermon
Dr. Talmage sends from a halting
place in his journey through the
valleys of Switzerland, 1t secms to
have becen: prepared amid. the bloom
and aroma of a.garden midsunmer.
The text is Song of Solomon v, 1:°
“I am come into my garden.”’

“The = Bible is a great poem. We
have it in. faultless rbythm: and bold
imagery ‘and startling antithesis. and
rapturous lyri¢ and sweet pastoral
and instructive narrative and devod
tional psalm; thoughts expressed in
style more solemn than that of Mont-
gomery, more bold than that of Mil-
ton, more terrible than that of
Dante, more natural than that . of
Wordsworth, more. impassioned than
that of Pollok, more tender than
that . of = Cowper, more weird than
that of Spenser. This great poem
brings all the gems of ‘the earth into
its coronet, and it weaves the flames
of judgment into its garlands and

pours eternal harmonfes in ‘itd
rhythm. Everything this book

touches it makes beautiful, from the
plain stones' of ibe summer .thrash-
ing floor to the daughters of Nahor
filling the troughs for the camels,
from the fish pools of Heshbon up to
the Psalmist praising God with .di-
apason of storm and, whirlwind and.
Job’s imagery of Orion, Arcturus
and the Pleiades.

My text leads us ‘into ‘a scene of
summer redolence. The world has
had a great many heautiful gardens.
Charlemagne added to the glory of
his reign by decroeing that they be
established all tkrough the realm,
deciding even the names of the flow-;
ers to be.planted there. Henry IV
at Montpellier established gardens of
bewitching beauty and luxuriance,
gathering into them Alpine, Pyrenean
and French plants. One of the
sweetest spots on earth was the gar-
den' of Shenstone, the poet. His
writings have made but little im-
pression on the world, but his gar-
den; the “Leasowes,”’ will. ‘e  im-
mortal. To the naturil advantages
of that .place was. brought the per-
fection of art. Arbor and. terrace
and slope and rustic temple and re-
servoir and urn and fountain ‘here
had their:erowning. - Oak and yew
and hagel put. forth their richest fol-
iage. . There was po life. more dili-
gent, no soul more ingenious than
that of SHénstore, and all that dili=:
gence and genius he brought to:tha
adornment ~ of ' thdt : onc  treasured
spot. He gave £300 for it., He sold
it for several thousand. Apd yet L.
am to tell you to-day of a richer
garden than any I have mentioned.
It is the garden spoken of in.my:
text—the garden of the church, which:
belongs to Christ, for my text says,
80.° He bought it, he. planted it,
he. owns ‘' it, and he shall have it.
Walter Scott, in- his outlay at Ab-
botsford, ruined ‘his fortune, and
now, in the crimson flowers of those
gardens, you can almost think or
imagine that you see the blood of
that old man’s .broken heart. The
payment of the last $100,000 sacri-
ficed him. But I have to tell you
that Christ’s life and Christ’s death
were the outlay of this beautiful gar--
den of the church, of which my ‘text
speaks. Oh, how many sighs and
tears and pangs and agonies! Tell
me, ye women who saw him hang!
Tell me, ye .executioners who lifted
him and let him down! - Tell me,
theu -sun that didst hide, ye  rocks:
that fell! ‘‘Christ loved the church

- and gave himself for it.”” If the gar-

dev of the church helongs to Christ,

e-rtainly he has a right to walk in

‘ithe church in my text is appro-
priately compared -fo a garden  be-
cause it is a place of ‘choice flowers
of select fruits and thorough irriga-

That would be a strange garden in
which there were ro flowers. If no-
where elsé, they would be ‘along the
borders.. or :at the gateway. The
homlieat . taste will dictate - some-
thing, if it be only the old fashioned
hollvkock or dahlia or daffodil. But
if there bhe larger means then you
will  find - the Mexican cactus and
blazing azalea and clustering olean-
der. Well, now, Christ comes to his
garden, and he plants there some of
the brightest spirits'that ever flow-
ed upon the world. Some of them
are violets, inconspicuous, but sweet
as hcaven. You have to search and
find them. You do not see them
very often perhaps, but you find
where they Have been by the bright-
ened face of the invalid and the sprig
of geranium on the stand and the
new window curtains keeping out the
glow of the sunlight. "They are per-
haps more like the ranunculus, creep-
ing sweetly along amid the thorns
and’ briers of life, giving kiss for
sting. And many a man who has
had in his way some great black
rock of trouble has found that they
have covered it all ever with flow-
ery jasmine running in and out amid
the  crevices. These flowers . .in
Christ’s garden are not, like the sun-
flower, gaudy in the light, but
wherever darkness hovers over a soul
that needs to be converted there they
stand, night blooming cereuses. But
in Christ’s garden there are plants
that may be better compared to ‘the
Mexican cactus—thorns without,
loveliness within—men with sharp
points of character.

Its
breuth . is -heaven. - -Come, .oh. winds
from: the north and winds from the
south and winds from the east and
winds from the west and bear to all
the - earth the 'sweet smelling savor
of Christ, my Lord! . ; ; iienst
His worth of all the nations knew,
Sure. the whole earth would love him

too..
- Again, the church may be appro-
_priately compared: (o the garden, be-
cause it is:a place .of fruits, That
would be a strange garden which
had in it no berries, no, plums or
peaches ‘- or apricots. . The coarsen
fruits ‘are ‘planted -in:the. orchard .or
they are-set out on the sunny : hill-
side. But the choicest fruits are
kept in the garden. So.in the world
outside the chutch Christ has” plant-
ed a great many beautiful ‘things~—
patience, charity, generosity, integ-
rity. .. But .he intends the choicest
fruits. to be in the, garden, and if
they are not thére then shame on the
church. *Religion is not a mere flow-
ering sentimentality. Jt:is a: practi~
cal, -life giving, healthful fruit, not
posies, but apples. . ; i :

the ‘cornerstone of every prison re-
form association :that has ever been
organized. :The Church. of Christ. is
a glorious garden, and it is full of
fruiv: I know there is some poor
fruit- in it. I know there are some.
weeds that ought to thrown  over
the fence. I know there are some
crab apple trees that ought to be cut
down. I know there are some wild
grapes that ought to be uprooted,
but -are you going to destroy the
whole garden because -of a little
gnarled. fruit? : You will: find worm
eaten - leaves in Fontainebleau and
insccts that sting in the fairy groves
of the Champs Elysees. You do not
tear down -and destroy the whole
garden because there are a few spe-
cimens of gnarled fruit.

1 have not told you of the better
tree in this garden and of the better
fruit. It was planted just outside
Jerusalem a good while-ago. Whea
that tree was planted, it was so split
and bruised and barked men said no-
thing would ever grow upon it, but
no sooner had that tree been.planted
than it budded and blossomed and
fruited, and the soldiers’ spears were
only the clubs ‘that struck down the
fMuit, and it fell into the lap of the
nations, and men began to pick it up
and eat it, and they found in it an
antidote to all thirst, to all poison.
to all sin, to all death;:the smallest
cluster larger than ihe famous one
of Eschol, which two men - carried
on a staff between them. If the one
apple in Eden killed ‘the race, this one
cluster of mercy shall restere.

Agaln, the church .in my text . is
appropriately called a gardéen be-
cause it is thoroughly irrigated. No
garden’ could ~ prosper long without
plenty of water. T have Seen a gar-
den in the . -midst of a.desert, "~ -yect
