man to Ottawa. (Laughter.) Mr. Pal-
mer said, flrst of all he would give an ac-
count of his stewardship.

It was absurd to
suppose that Mr. Mackenzie’s Govern-
ment would Dbe raled entirely by such
ideas. A great deal had been said about
the Hon. Edward Blake. Bluke is a'thor-
ough patriot, thinks as mueh of a dweller
under the fog of the Bay of Fundy, as
of one living beside the Saskatchewan.
There is no Conservative party to-day,
but one will; no_ doubt, soon be formed.
Feeling that great parties must be form-
cd, he had come before the electors with
iceas broader than .those merely of the
Province or City he sought to represent.
He would speak of a few of the ideas
presented as those that would guide the
party, of the Premier. The Railway
scheme of Sir John A. Macdonald was
too heavy.

In travelling through the country
he had been surprised to find
how many horses there were to be let at
high prices by the farmers, to candidates;
he shought young men wereas competent
to vate as these landowners. At the
Board of Tradeé he had &een tlic bad
way in which the insolvency law worked,
and the ne'v one promised should have
his support. A Dew militia law was also
required. He would leave it to any mem-
ber of & volunteer cumpany present if
they were not-hindered -and disgusted
with the present.cumbrous and inefficicut
law. These Wwwge same of the great
questions which would.come before: Par-
liament and which required broatl views.
We have now a country cxtending from
the Atlantic to the Pacific, such as we
used to hear about during the Confedera-
tion campaign. ‘(Voice—‘* What will it be
if annexed to the States?” laughter.)
The speaker would at any other timc
discuss annexation.

Charles James ‘Fox.

Charles James Fox was a younger son
of Lord Holland and Lady Caroline. ‘The
good-natured, unprinéipled father suf-
fered him t6 grow up without restraint.

“1'1f he 4vished to bréak a fine watchto

piécés, no one mnst prevent him. - Al
his misdeéds were easily pardoned, and
all his wildest whims were . indulged.
Charles Fox's eduecation at home seems
to have resembled that of Oriental prin-
ces who are spoiled by servile menials,
and despotic tyrants who are nurtured to
dissipation. It is not a little wonderful
that he should become at last the teacher
of the widest liberalism. In his carly
youth his father took him to the German
spas.  Here he acquired the taste for
gambling. Hc came back to England a
spendthrift, a fop, and the most reckless
of the frequenters of the White's. Play
consumed all his leisure hours. The vast
sums given to him, or left by his indulg-
ent father. melted away, and the ill-got-
ten gains of the corrupt Paymaster-Gen-
eral were squandered in guilty amnse-
ments. Beforehe was twenty-five Fox
had lost over £100,000. -He was reduced
to poverty. The bailiffs sold out his
house and furniture. Nothing but a seat
in Parliament kept him out of Newgate.
He would sometimes leave his watch in
pawn for a pot of porter. Often he was
without a shilling. ‘The bailiffs weve his
constant companions. Once, after a dis-
solution of Parliament, he was walking
with h's friend Hare, who was also deep-
ly in debt, and expecting an arrest. Two
bailiffs suddenly appeared. ¢ Well, gent- |
{eman,” said Fox. ‘“‘are you Hare-hunt-
ing or Tox hunting?” .

Through all’ his career of unbridled
dissipation the clear and methodical in-
tellect of Charles James Fox never lost
its vigor, and never ceased to feed on the
purest sources of mental culture. The
gambler and spendthrift found his high-
est enjoyment in the study of Virgil and
Shakspeare. His taste in letters was of
the purest kind. ~ He became slowly the
finest debater in the House of Commons.
The purity of his style gave force to the
strength of his argument, and constant
labor added to the clearncss of his per-
ception. He defended the American
colonies against Lord North; he joined
in the memorable ‘‘coalition,” sustained
the revolutionists of France, and parted
from Burke in tears. He demanded in-
cessantly reform for England, and when
almost all other men faltered, still upheld
the cause of the people.

In 1806 Fox became Foreign Secretary.
His vices had long pagsed away. His
only aim now was to abolish the slave-
trade, and to promote a lasting peace.
But he died soon after. He began life an
Alcibiades, and ended it by laboring to
become a Washington. Until recently,
at least, the genius of Charles James Fox
hes ruléd at Holland House.—EHarper's
Mugazine for February.
