In point of area and mineral
wealth, Nova Scotia and New Bruunswick
are equal to New York and Pennsylvania.:

We may for years to
come spare Yut own forests, and scarcely
touch the timber of Upper Capada. In
Lower Canada there are wenty thousand
square miles of fertile soil underlaid with
\imestone and under wheat cultivation,
uo such soil existing in New Englang-
Barley afd oats are rhised tRervein im-
mense quantities, and the fleece of the
long-wooled sheep is grown to perfec-
tion. When we cousented to aproa%:)te
the Reciprocity Treaty weé eut oft 3,500,
000 of our best customers who took our
manufactured products. We did not

We compelled them to crect themselves
into a nation, to establish their own
manufactures and seek = foreign com-
me¥ce in Other quarters, and thus com-
pete with us where we had no jdea of be-
ing confronted by them. e forced
Canada to p0 to England for her wooll-
ens, her cottons, and her nardware; and
the cheese she formerly sent us she now
sends there for part paythent. :

Even without any treaty, the mutual
exchange of similar classes of products
is remarkable. In a boundary line some
five thousand miles long. the. same arti-
cles may be exported at one end,dr point,
which are imported at another. Canada
has no coal mines of her own, and the
transportation of coal from Nova Stotia!
is expensive and laborious; consequent-
ly she receives her supplies from Penn-
sylvania and beyond. In 1873 we import-
ed from the Dominion 261,257 tons,
valued at $688,292, while we ported to
the Dominion 488,395 tons, valued at
$2,175.765. The imports were chiefly in/
New England, the exports from Pennsyl-
vania and Oh16. Thus does Pennsylvania
sell her coal free of tax, and imposc a
heavy tax on the steam power of New!
England by compelling her to pay dutics
on coal from Nova Scotia which, if al-
owed to come in free, would line the
harbors of Massachusetts,.and the whole
New England coast, with furnace works
and shipyards for its consumption. As |
Mr. Atkinson strikingly describes it, it
is a barrier to New England prosperity
five times as high ‘as Hoosac Mountain,
for it would cost Dut a quarter of a dollar
a ton to haul freight on an incline over
the Hoosae, while the tax on coal and iron
which we of New England have to pay to
Pennsylyania rapacity is Tive times a3
much. Canada has imported under a
fifteen per cent. revenue tariff, cargoes of
Australian wool through the port of Bos-
ton for her manufactories, exporting their
products in return; while we in New
England. with a protective tariff, have
with difficulty maintained our manufac-’
tures, and feel no encourggement in con-
Well says Mr. At
kinson, that people will not trade unless
both sides profit by the transaction; one
party never buys merely that the ‘selling?
party may prosper by the trade. The bal-
ance of trade'theory is worn out even for a
plaything. The experience ‘of England
and France to-day explodes it. As for:
wheat growing, the prafiies’of the West,
may in time become, exhausted, as we’
have seen the production dwindle in such |
States as New York and Ohlo. but ift]
Canada, once Torest-covered; isjto be
found the granary that promises to be
inexhaustible. ‘And in Canada, too, i¢ a
vast strefeh ‘of grazing territory, for
whose pogiulation we are to mahufacture
the products which will be in pérpetual
demand.  But reciprocity is the key. to
the future of this good fortune.
