N. It may be objected that your engagements in connection 
|h temperance, and other philanthropic Associations will 
1 allow of so much time being devoted to the religious cul- 
le of your families. Our reply is, that, any engagements, 
I fulfilling of which leads to the habitual neglect of home 
lies, are radically wrong ; and you should seek to be released 
Irefrom at your earliest convenience.
It may also be objected that, the expense necessary to be in- 
li ed in giving effect to the above suggestions would be too 
Ivy a tax upon you/financial resources. To this, we reply 
It, in hundreds of cases, if the money expended in the purchase 

tobacco, artificial flowers, and useless ribbons were applied 
the purchase of Religious Literature, there would not only 
ample means for that purpose, but a large margin left to be 
propriated, as in your judgment, might seem best
In a word, let your homes be made cheerful, as home should 
I let the relative duties of the individual members of the 
lily be promptly and lovingly discharged—Let religiousness 

meate the whole carriage of the parents, and happy homes 
I multiply on every hand. In addition to the discharge of 
Le duties, as commonly understood, we strongly advise that 
lents and children go to the House of God in company/ that 
y sit together in the House of prayer ; and that they return 
Le again in company. We cannot too strongly reprobate 
I practice obtained in some places, of allowing the children to 
lain in the streets or roads, on their way to or from public 

ship. There are proper times for out-door exercises—for 
Ithful recreations ; but surely the Lord’s Day is not one of 
le times.
We earnestly call your attention to the resolutions of the 
lent Conference, relative to the relationship your children 

ald sustain to the Church ; and affectionately ask your co­
ration in our endeavor to give effect thereto. Our prayer 
I That your sons may be as plants grown up in their youth, 
I your daughters be polished after the similitude of a palace,”
