Canal Barges Used as French Army

Ambulances.

Tweive barges on the French canals
are being used to carry many wound-
ed men from the trenches to hospit-
als in the with great success.

So quiet the operation of the
barges, which are towed along the
waterways, that many critically
wounded men have been saved by the
restful method of transportation. The
barges, originally - French transport
boats, are about 150 feet long by 20
feet wide. The interiors have been
altered to suit the requirements of the
ambul service, Thirty are
placed in two long rows with a broad
passageway between, affording
airy and sanitary a ward as in any
hospital or sick bay aboard a ship.

There is also a kitchen and a dy
namo room, where current for the
lighting system is generated, Here
too there are accommodations for
twelve privates ‘and petty officers. Iy
the forward part of the barge are
quarters for four sisters who act
nurses and a fully equipped
sary.

It a common error of

DEMANDS ON RAILWAYS.
What the Railway Train Employes
' Are Asking.

The demands being made by or-
u.mlmlmn-t of railway train servic
! employes on western railw for

‘ > per cent. increase in wages, a de-

= n
mard which affects Canadian as well
as United States railways, would
mean the disbursement of no less than
$100,000,000 a year. In order to ac-
quaint the public with some of the
facts of the case the executive com-
mittee of the Association of Western
Railways has issued the following in-
beresting statement:

Mr. Farmer, once upon a time—like
the railways—you paid your emiployes
a fixed monthly wage. They worked
till their work was done, no matter
how many hours.

Your farm hand followed a plow be-
hind a yoke of oxen, perhaps from sun
up till sun down, then did his “chores™
and was contented.

Suppose that when you invested
more of your capital in a good team of
horses,
ploye had said: “These horses
more furrows in a day than the oxen
and hereafter I want to be paid by
the furrow, or the distance the plow
travels, but in case anything stops the
plow you must pay me for a full day
if I work 10 hours or less—if that plan
would give more money than the plow
mileage amounts to.

Suppose that when you
more money in a wheel plow on!
which your employe could ride at
ease instead of being required to
walk in a heavy furrow and wrestle
with a heavy plow, he said: “Here-
after I want you to pay me for a full
day if I work 8 hours or less, with
time.and-a-half pay for over time,
either on a time or distance basis,
which ever will give me the most
money."”

Suppose, further, Mr. Farmer, that
from 1904 to 1914 you had increased
the yages of your farm hand from
$002.09 a year to $1,253.37 year,
would you feel like granting hl': last
demand for more wages for doing ex-
actly the same work in the same
hours?

That is precisely the question that
the railway managers of this country
are now called on to answer. The men
employed in railway train service are
asking a 25 per cent. increase in pay
for exactly the work they have been
doing, and under the same conditions,
except as to pay. As with the farm
hand, the working conditions of rail-
way train service men have been con-
stantly improved at the expense of
the employers. Government statistics
prove that the hazard of their occu-
pation has steadily decreased. This
is the result of millions spent by the
railroads for better roadbeds, heavier
rails, double tracks, block signals,
automatic couplers, air brakes, mech-
anical stokers, oil burning engines
and many other safety and labor-sav-
ing devices, for which the employes

‘ The men who are now asking for
per cent. higher pay and always
have been the best paid of all railway
employes. Their wages range from
$800 a year for inexperienced brake-
men to nearly $4,000 a year for en-
gineers on the best runs. The aver-
age wages of the 300,000 employes
who are demanding an increase are:
$1, 37 a year, an increase of 40
per cent. since 1904. The 1,400,000
other railway employes average
$684.78, an increase of 2 per cent,
since 1904.
