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- NIEWS FROM THE CHURCHES,
TO A. CAMPBLLL,
Nottingham, England, February 21, 1837,

Dear Brother—DMy present object in writing to you is two.
fold—viz. to inform you of what has taken place recently in
Nottingham respecting the reformation ; and to obtain fromn you
further information in reference to this subject, and especially
the progress made during the last year in America.

} would here mention that in the month of June I received
from some brethren of the reformatica in Philadelphia, mecting
in Bank street, (and who, wheun in England, belonged to the
Particular Baptiste, and were peisonally known to me,) ¢ The
Tribute to the Memory of the Apostles,” and the pamphlet en-
titled ¢ Sin and its Cure ;7 the former of these, by the wish of
some of my brethren, and as belicving it caleulated to do much
good, I have had printed in this country : and am happy to state
that out of 1500 copies which were struck off, 1000 were in cir-
culation in less than three months !

In consequence of circulating this pamphlet, and the (as it
were) silent cflect of Mr. Jones’ Millennial Harbinger,and those
works of yours which are known in this country, 1 have receiv~
cd letters of inquiry respecting the reformation which you and
others have so successfully advocated in America, from 15 to 20
different places in Kngland and Scotland. The seed which has
already been sown appears like the leaven cast into the meal, and
we hope the nataral results will follow.

It is to you, brother Campbell, under the providence of a
kind and gracious God, that mysell and others in this place are
indebted for a more clear and cofrect knowledge of thot all-im-
portant trath which in these days of darkness is kept so much out
of view—viz. that the religion of Jesus is founded altogether up-~
on the Inowledge and belief of fucts instead of abstract influences
and mystic operations upon the mind.

A beloved brother and his wife, (who were formerly mem-
hers of the Church in London with Mr. Balentine,) myself, and
11 others, commenced on the 25th of December, 18306, a society
on the principles of the reformation ; and now after % wecks our
number has increased to 40, 8 of whom have been immersed into
Jesus for the remission of sins, I trust that we are all fully con-
vinced that so long as human opinions are to be made the bond
of union iu the congregation of Messiah, there will of necessity
be divisious among the disciples. AVe have, therefore, as far
as possible in so short atime, laid aside the isms that are in exist-
auce—and although we have much to learn and to unlearn, yet
we have expericnced a complete emantipation from ail teachers
except the Son of God and his hofy Apostles, to whom it is our
