What led to the sending of lady missionarics under the auspices
of the Woman’s Missionary Soclety?

An urgent call from Jaovan missionaries to_the Socicty to Legin
a mission umongbwomm and girls, In 1882, Miss Carimell larded
in Japan. She began immediately to study the language and
enter upon evangelistio work.

“What did she consider would contribute most to the success of
the misaion?

A girls’ school, which was accordinely established in Azebu

Tokyo, in 1884. Mgss Eliza Spencer (Mrs, Largoe) was o pointed
grmcipal. From time to linme others hav6 been.added to tho
eaching staff. A roew building was erected in 188, It was
always full, and the fees paid tho native vxpunses. Some of the
scholars, after completing their course, taught in the schuul.
Bible women received systematic training.

Have we other.girls’ sciiools in Japan?

Yes; one in Shizuoka, mainly supported by Japanese gentle-
men, also one in Xofu. .

Does the success of these scheols coniinue?

Yes, although it has suffercd largely from.a partial reaction
against Western advance, especiglly as regards women ; also, in
the loss of our c3tecmed missionary, Mr. Large, who met his
death at the handsof native burglars while in cuarge of.the funds
at the girls’ school, Tokyo, It is also owing to political changes,
to th.e death of the Minister of Education, and the unsettled
state of the country. |

Is'native education prized in Japan? -

Yés, and is well advanced ; but the Japanese students have be-
come 80 impregnated with Western ideas of learn.ug and German
infidelity as to bécome a source of danger to the State. All
interestcd in Japan fcel that she is passing through a transition
period and approaching & crisis,
