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trading, the.general condition of the Dominion is such as to justify Your Excelloncy
in congratulating us upon its prosperity.

‘We are much pleased at hearing from Your Exeellency of the marked snocess
attained by Carada at the Lnternational Fishery Exhibition in Laondan. It.is,yery
gratifying to us, and - hes, we doubt not,bean of great service in showing to the. world
the wealth of our fisheries and the gxtent of our marine industries aud resonrees, .

We are glad to be informed that the Commissioners appointed by Your Excel-
lency’s predecessor for the purpose of consolidating the Statutes affecting the
Dominion, have pursued their, fask with dili%enap,, that Your Excellency is engbled
to lay befora us for examination about sixty chapters of the. pro;ms?di consolidation,
that the remainder. of the work will be prepared, gnd that the whole of it will be,
revised during the present year, so that the final report will be ready at our next
Session for our approval.

We beg leave to thank Your Excellency for the expression of gladness with
which Your Excellgncy has informed us that the number of immigrants te Cana
‘during the past season has.been greater than in any previous year, and we h’i’gh‘g
.appreciate Your Excellency's éopin'ion/that this is a proof that the better, Canada j8
known the more it is valued by those seeking a home in the new world. We are
also pleased to be informed that arrangements are in progress to diminish the cost of
inland transport, and that Your Excclicney has reason to believe that the result will
be a steady increase of valuable settlers, in the future. ,

We are glad to learn from Your Excellency that during the.recess negotiations
wore resumed with British Columbia in regard to several matters upon which dif-
ferences had for some timé¢ existed between the two Governmeénts; that oné of
Your Excellency’s ministers visited that Province last summer on a special mission,
with a view to the adjustment of all quegtions in controversy and that his efforts
have happily been successful, We trust that we shall be able to sanction the
arrangements then made, and that by our so doing, all oceasions of dispute will have
been removed, and-the most cordial relations established between theé Dominion and
Provincial Governments, The papers which Your Excellency has been pleased to
say will be laid before us and the measures enabling' Your Exosllency to ﬁive offect
to the agroement, will not fail to receive from us the consideration:Your Excellency
has invited. Co

‘Wo hear with interest that the rapid increase of population in the  North-West
renders some, amendmants in the North-West Terrjtories Act expedient. Our atten-
tion, which Your Excellen¢y has been pleased to say will be called to this important
matter, shall be given thareto. o A , o

e are much g ratified to be informed that the progress of the Indiang in Mani-
toba and the North West during last year has been on the whole sutisfactory and that
the Bands jncluded in the several Troaties have for thie most part betaken thomselves
to their reserves. The Bill for the Zq:;f,\her, promotion of their intarests which Your
Excellency has informed us will be submittég t0 us, as well as thé measures applicable
to the whole Dominion for the purpose of encouyaging, the, more, adyapeed [ndjan
communities to assume the responsibilities of seif-government, shall receive our most
attentive consideration. . : , S

Your Excellengy has been pleaged to inform us that the: Bill laid, béfore ua.last
Session for the representation ot the people in Parliament and the asgjmilation of the
-eléctoral franchises existing in the seperal Provinces, has now been before the coun-
try for a year and that the measure will be re-introduced. Our attention,to which
Your Excellency has commended it, shall be ¢heerfully given to. this measure.

Wo respectfully note that Your; Excellency would also. urge. upon. us .the. expe-
-diency ot providing for the regulation of factory labor and.the proteption of the
workingman and his. family, and that the measure submitted last geaeion with some
amendments will be laid before us. - This important subject shall receive our most
-careful consideration.
