Former world heavyweight champion
Joe Louis will come out of retirement and
the grave to take on current WBC hea-
vyweight champion Mike Tyson next
month.

At a late night press seance Louis
revealed his reasons why he wanted to
retake the heavyweight title. “What with
Leonard beating Hagler and George Fore-
man making a comeback, I think I can be
just as successful,” Louis said through a
seer.
“I don’t have to worry about dying in
the ring, at least.”

“Everyone says he looks like me, fights
like me,” Louis said. “I'll hit him so hard
that he’ll be visiting me to learn about
boxing.” ,

Also on hand at the seance was his
trainer Apollo Creed. “T've been whippin’
him into shape just the way I did for
Rocky Balboa when he fought Clubber
Lang,” said Creed, who is planning a
comeback of his own. ;

“If I don’t succeed with my comeback
or with training Joe,” Creed said, “T'll
probably get into Shakespearean acting or
something like that.”

Louis also commented that he has been
working for two years towards a success-
ful return to the ring. “There’s no shortage
of stiffs here for sparring partners,” Louis
said, adding that John L. Sullivan, Jack
Dempsey, and Gentleman Jim Corbett
would all be in his entourage at ringside.

Although he was probably the greatest
heavyweight champion ever, there are
some detractors who think that the Brown
Bomber is foolish.

- “I think he will be a ghost of his former
self,” said NBC fight analyst Dr. Ferdie
Pacheco.

When contacted, the Tyson camp was
skeptical of Louis’ chances, but did con-
firm the fight. “Yes, Mike Tyson will take
him on,” said manager Imere Fordamo-
nie. “It could give a whole new meaning
to the term shadow-boxing.”

Tyson was cool about the whole thing.
“It should be a close fight,” he said. “He
may be old, but he can’t get much slower
than Bonecrusher Smith was in my last
fight.” -
