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Don Posterski to speak on Teens

Don Posterski MA, the On-
tario Director of Inter-Varsity
Christian Fellowship and
Pioneer Camps, will be speak-
ing in Moncton and Frederic-
ton January 22 and 23. He,
‘together with Reginald Bibby
PhD, a University of
Lethbridge sociologist, con-
ducted a national survey called
Project Teen Canada. In this
survey, the attitudes of Cana-
dian youth were examined on a

wide spectrum of topics in-
cluding school, parents, rela-
tionships and sex, friendship,
hopes for the future, nuclear
war, and happiness. Their
book, THE EMERGING
GENERATION: An Inside
Look at Canada’s Teenagers,
was described by MacLean’s as
“novel” and “openly sym-
pathetic to thé aspirations and
turmoils of the ‘child-adult
hybrid’ . . .” This work has
been of extreme interest to
parents, edcucators, social
workers and policy makers.
Posterski’s book, FRIEND-
SHIP: A Window On Ministry
of Youth, discusses the finding
and implications of “young
people’s preference to belong
to friendship clusters instead of
