The Association of Universities and (ollee;es of C nada rcports
full-time undergraduate employmem in Canada was up 3.3 per renr
over last year, with all provinces experiencing an increase. e

Eniversity official Linda Simpson said U of W students are taking
3.2 per cent fewer COursﬂ, while the total numbe; of smdems has
dropped 1.2 per cent.

U of W VP-academic Ross McKormlfk said lht' unwermy had
budgeted for a two per cent increase in course enrolment.

The drop means an effective five per cent deficit. McKormick said.

MecKormick said the university will be able to cover part of the
shortfall with a $160,000 c'dnri'ngmcy fund. but they will have 1o make
cuts to break even.

“I hope Queen’s takes strong
action against these students,”
said CFS women's officer Nancy
MacDonald. “I'm outraged.”

Both MacDonald and Edith
Garneau, Ontario Federation of
Students chair, say the Queen's
reaction to the date rape cam-
paign is unprecedented.

“We didn’t have any problem
last year (when a similar cam-
paign ran),”’ said Garneau. “I
can't believe you can find people
like that at a university."”

Heather Allen, a vice-president
with the Queen’s student council,
said the reaction on campus to the
posters was mixed, but “there
were a lot of men and women who
thought they were offensive.”

The student
“appalled at the signs. Period,”
said Allen.
