flection, December 2-6. On 
December 6, 1989, 14 women were 
killed by a man at L'Ecole 
PolyTechnique in Montreal. The 
Week of Reflection marks the period 
leading up to the anniversary of the 
Montreal Massacre.

We will be accepting art, poetry, 
opinion pieces, stories, or other 
printed media from students. Let us 
know you how feel, or felt, about the 
Montreal Massacre or about vio­
lence against women in general. Tell 
us how you have been affected, or 
how the violence has affected some­
one you know.

The scope of this ongoing tragedy 
needs the breadth of your experi­
ences and feelings to accurately re­
flect how far we have come since the 
incident and how much further we 
have to go.

As part of the Week of Re­
flection, in rememberance of 
the fourteen women mur­
dered on December 6th

Purple ribbons are worn 
during the Sixteen Days of 
Activism Against Gender Vio­
lence, from November 25 to 
December 10, in memory of 
the women who have died 
as a result of violence, and 
in sympathy and solidarity 
with those who continue to 
suffer abuse. The proceeds 
from the sale of the ribbons 
go to agencies providing 
services such as shelter and 
counselling to abused 
women and their children. 
This initiative is being co­
ordinated in Nova Scotia by 
the Women's Action Coali­
tion.
