Homestead Regulations

\NY even numbered section nf Domin­
ion lands In Manitoba or the North­

west Provinces, excepting s and 181, not 
reset ved, may lie homesteaded upon by 
any preson who is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over ih years of ug> . lu 
the extent of one-quarter section, of HM 
acres, more or less.

Entry must he made personally at the 
local land office for the district in which 
the land is situate.

HOMESTEAD DUTIES: A settler who 
has been granted an entry for a home­
stead is lequired to perform the condi­
tions connected therewith under one f 
the following plans :

(1) At least six months’ residence upon 
an 1 i ultivation f the land in an li tear 
during the term of three years.

(2) H me father (or mother, if til* 
father is deceased! of any person who is 
eligible to make a homestead entry under 
tin. provisions of this act resides upon a 
farm in the vicinity of the land entered 
for by such person as a homestead, tl.e 
requirements of tills act as to reside» e 
prior to obtaining patent may be satisfied 
by such person residing with the father 
or mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent re­
sidence upon farming land owned by him 
in the vicinity of his homestead, tiie re­
quirements of this act as to residence 
may be satisfied by residence upon the 
said land,

ABDICATION FOH PATENT should In- 
made at the end of three years, before 
the Local Agent, Sub-Agent or the Home­
stead Inspector.
