countries. Very little is required to 
give a new and sound orientation to 
children's minds, to give a direction 
to their thoughts that will not be 
forgotten in after years.

Besides the Morning Offering the 
daily tribute of a decade of beads to 
their Heavenly Mother and the 
Monthly Communion of Heparatlon 
which they make to atone for the 
negligences of their eiders, 
practices which, it persevered in 
during school age, will become habits, 
permanent in duration and rich in 
value for eternity.

Naturally the establishment of the 
League in schools entails a certain 
amount of preliminary work for 
teachers, but it should be a welcome 
task to undertake it In order to 
spread devotion to the Sacred Heart 
among Catholic children. A booklet 
showing teachers how to establish 
the League in eohocle and bow to 
make it a success is issued from The 
Messenger office and should be in the 
hands of every Catholic teacher in 
Canada. What more can be said to 
urge all who have the care and up­
bringing of children to begin this 
work ?

Teachers at least have this consol­
ing thought that on the Day of 
Judgment it is the Saviour who will 
be their judge; and ie it not an 
encouragment for those who have 
been zealous daring their livee in 
epreoding this devotion among chil­
dren that they have done something to 
make the Heart of their Judge both 
known and loved?

SCHOOL CHILDREN AND DEVOTION 
TO THE SACRED HEART

Little children were always dear 
to the Heart ol Our Lord, were it 
only for the contrast which their 
livee presented with the livee of 
other people with whom He 
forced to come in contact. During 
Hie three yea»' ministry He 
surrounded by vicions men, pharisees, 
hypoorites and wicked blasphemers. 
What sad sight! met the gaze of Onr 
Blessed Lord while He was on earth 1 
He had to deal with people who 
were in utterly bad faith ; enemies 
who watched Hie every word to twist 
it ont of its true meaning ; who 
sought every occasion to trip Him up 
and do Him evil. Whitened 
sepulchres, He called them, full ot 
hypocrisy and iniquity, outwardly 
appearing to men beautiful, but 
within fall ot dead men's bones and 
filthiness ; a race of vipers, honoring 
Him. with their lips but keeping their 
hearts tar from Him. Oar Lord 
a witness at close range of sin audits 
consequences, and His Heart was full. 
He was really a stranger among men 
who understood Him not ; apparent­
ly a solitary pilgrim, unwelcome in a 
world which Ho had come to redeem. 
Even His closest followers, His 
apostles and disciples, whom He had 
chosen from among millions and to 
whom He had given His confidence, 
were oftentimes more intent on seek 
ing their own interests than the 
interests of the Kingdom which He 
was calling upon them to help Him 
eetablieh-npon earth.

Is it any wonder, then, that in such 
a welter ot sin and worldly corruption 
He turned to little children in whom 
there was no guile and on whose 
sonie sin had cast no shadow ? He 
sought their 'company and 
chided His followers when they tried 
to prevent them from approaching 
Him. 1 Suffer little children to come 
unto Me and forbid them not, for of 
such is the Kingdom of God." Chil­
dren were His friends, reminders to 
Him ol the angels whom He left be­
hind when He quitted Paradise and 
whom He would rejoin there again 
when Hie mission here below 
ended. He lavished on children Hie 
love and special protection. He 
braced them, laid hands on them, 
blessed them. He threatened with 
the direst chastisement those who 
scandalized them or robbed them of 
their innooence. How terrible are 
those words falling from the lips of 
the Redeemer ot mankind : 11 He that 
shall scandalize one of these little 
ones that believe in me, it were 
better for him that a mill-stone 
should be hanged about hie neck and 
that he should be drowned in the 
depth ot the sea.” (Matt, xviii., 6).

Nearly two thousand years have 
elapsed since Onr Lord acted thus 
with little Jewish children. Al­
though He is now in His home in 
heaven, He ie the same kind

sympa­
thetic Friend to everyone, even of 
children, that He was on earth. His 
Divine Heart loves children etili. It 
beats as affectionately as ever for 
those tender flowerlets of innocence 
and He lougs as'much as ever to 
draw them to Himself. The desire 
ot the Heart ot Jeeue ie to be known 
and loved by children, and it may be 
asked, is not the carrying out of this 
desire of Hie an apostolate worthy 
of all who wish to please Him and to 
do Him honor ? Is there a more con- 
soling work in this world than to 
teach children to know the Heart of 
Our Lord, aod, by encouraging devo­
tion to It, to urge them to give back 
some of the love which It lavishes 
cn them ? Children's hearts 
made to love. Let them be told in 
all simplicity about the Sacred Heart 
and Its love for them and they will 
promptly reciprocate.

Parents are primarily the eource 
from which this information should 
come, hut if parents ate unable to 
impart it, or it they neglect to impart 
it, their replaoers should be found in 
our schools. For several years in 
the life of each Catholic child the 
teacher is its guide. Teachers in 
Catholic schools have in their keep­
ing the minds and hearts of the little 
ones confided to their care. They 

responsible tor their training, 
spiritual as well as secular. Their 
words and example will influence 
children for life, it surely should 
not ba a difficult task, or asking too 
much ot them, to direct the lives and 
actions ot their charges towards the 
Sacred Heart as towards a source ot 
light and warm piety.

The simple organization ot the 
League in schools will help Catholic 
teachers to accomplish this work. 
The League systematizes the prayer- 
fulness and piety ot children in 
union with the Sacred Heart. It 
shows them the efficacy of vital 
prayer, or prayer ot action, in their 
young lives and unites them to the 
Sacred Heart. The Morning Offer­
ing of their acts, suffering, stndies, 
etc., made daily at the beginning of 
oinss, ie a constant source ot merit 
for them. It excites their enthusi 
asm to be told that they can show 
their love for the Sacred Heart by 
study and play as well as by prayer. 
It encourages them to be told that 
the efficacy of their daily prayers is 
augmented when said in union with 
the Sacred Heart. It ooneolee them 
to learn that they can enlist by the 
ordinary routine ot their school Work 
the help and infinite power of the 
Sacred Heart for themselves, their 
parents, teachers, schoolmates and 
friends. Their zeal ie excited when 
they know that they can offer their
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once more a young man of twenty- 
two. My mother wae pleading with 
me to go to oonteeeion. So it was 
year after year, when I was in her 
vicinity ; and so it was in her letters 
when I wae absent. Finally about 
five years ago—she ie still living, my 
poor mother I—I promised that if I 
should ever feel a presentiment of 
death I would make my peace with 
God. Until my servant came to me 
I had no such presentiment—now I 
have. I have lived a wild life, but 
now I want to go to oonfeseion."

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FIVE MINUTE SERMON

TWENTY SECOND SUNDAY AFTER 
PENTECOST

THE THINGS THAT ARE GOD’S
11 Render to Ciosar the things 

CæsRr's and to God the things that 
are God's." These, my dear brethren, 
are the words of our divine Saviour 
in today's Gospel. Since worldly 
raiera are entitled to levy from their 
■abjects taxes and tributes, and 
since subjects are in duty bound to 
pay said taxes and tributes, is not 
God, the supreme ruler of heaven 

d earth, likewiee entitled to levy 
tribute from His subjects, the Chris­
tians, and is ilnot our duty, who have 
nothing that we have not from Him, 
to render tribute to this supreme 
Ruler ? True, this tribute can not 
be a worldly tribute—it must be a 
spiritual one. What spiritual trib 
ute is, it then, which God has the right 
to demand ot us, and which we muet 
render to God ? Dear brethreo, God 
gave us the gift of time, and in time 
He gave us the means In gain eter 
nity. Time is therefore for 
precious treasure, which God put in 
onr onstody and by means of which 
we are enabled to gain even more 
precious treasures. From thie treas 
ure God ie entitled to demand trib­
ute, the tribute of time.

(1) It ie proper, therefore, that we 
pay this tribute, and there is in the 
first place the daily tribute of time. 
God demands Hie share of every 
ot our days. Onr day has twenty- 
four hours, and the very first part of 
the day, the morning hoar should be 
dedicated to God. Our first thought 
upon awakening from sleep ehonld 
belong to God. This is the daily 
tribute dne to God, namely, that we 
perform our morning prayer, thank 
ing God for Hie benefits and protec­
tion during the night, and asking 
Hie graces for the new day ; and as 
the day proceeds, we should from 
time to time turn our thoughts to 
the Lord of time and eternity. In 
whatever occupation we may be en­
gaged, it ie an easy matter once in 
a while to send up a short prayer to 
heaven. “ Render to God the things 
that are God’s." God will appre 
oiate thie daily tribute from us. and 
we may be ceitain that the seoonde 
and minutes devoted to the contem 
plation ot God and to prayer will 
secure for us many graces from God.

(2) In the second p!a;e, there ie 
the weekly tribute of time due to 
Old, and that ie Sunday. There are 
seven days in the week, and ot these 
God has accorded to man six days 
lor his own worldly welfare, but the 
seventh day He demands for Himself. 
This seventh day, the day of rest 
from worldly occupation, ehould be 
applied to the service ot God. Re­
member that thou keepeth the Sab 
bath, is the third of the Command­
ments of God. Render to God the 
things that are God's. And it is a 
due tribute to God, that on the 
seventh -day we do God's work ; that 
we attend church services and avoid 
anything that would interfere with 
the sanctification ot thie day, such 
as sin and frivolous entertainment. 
On this day it is forbidden to do any 
work that is not absolutely necessary. 
There is no better meaner, of course, 
to sanctify the Sunday than by re­
ceiving holy Communion on thie day.

(3) A farther tribute ot onr time 
is demanded by God on various days 
throughout the year. There ere. for 
instance, the feast days and the holy 
season, suoh ae Lent, Advent, Ember 
days, etc. It is our duty to pay trib­
ute to God by observing these special 
days and seasons in the manner pre­
scribed by the Chutcb. Remember 
that Jesus fasted for forty days in 
the desert to atone for our sine. Let 
us, therefore, undertake willingly 
and gladly any works of devotion and 
mortification that thoChurch advises 
and prescribes for the honor ot God 
and for our salvation. Render to 
God the things that are God's. 
Many Christians spend day after day 
in their worldly oconpation. and 
while they may not devote their time 
to things that are evil, neither do 
they think ot giving any ot their 
time to the thought ot God ; they lia 
lieve that by attending Holy Mass on 
Sundays they do all that oan be ex­
pected ot them. But God who gave 
us time to work for our salvation in 
eternity expects a tribute from this 
precious gift in the form ot pions 
thought and prayer, and it is our ob­
ligation to pray 'to God every day. 
These prayers are most convenient 
ly and most properly performed in 
the manner of evening and morning 
prayer, and a Catholic Christian ie 
bound to say these prayers regularly 
end devotedly.
all onr actions, or at least as often 
we oan daring the day. we may be 
sure that God will in a special way 
remember ue and beetowuponus His 
choicest blessings. After all, the 
time that God baa given us for our 
life is but short and it behooves us to 
put it to the best use for the eternal 
welfare of our immortal souls.— 
Amen.
