The Sixth Resolution, being again read, as followeth :— =

6. That the Legislative Council of Lower Canada shall be composed of twenty-four
Members, to be appointed by the Crown, under the Great Seal of the Local Government,
who shall hold office during life ; but if any Legislative Councillor shall, for two consecu-
tive Sessions of Parliament, fail to give his attendance in the said Council, his seat shall
thereby become vacant. , 4 ‘ ‘ .

And the Question being proposed, That this House doth concur in the said Resolution ;

The Honorable Mr. Dorion moved, in amendment, seconded by the Honorable Mr.
Holton, That all the words after “that” to the end of the Question, be left out ; and the
words ‘the Resolution be committed to a Committee of the Whole House, to provide that
‘“the Members of the proposed Legislative Council shall be elected by the people, instead
“ of being appointed for life by the Crown,” inserted instead thereof.
