The armored cruisers Scharnhorst
and Gneisengu and the protected
cruiser Leipsig, three of the German
warships whieh had been menacing
British shipping, and part of the
squadron which sank “the British
cruisers Good Hope and Monmouth in
the Paeific on Nu‘.

flag of Admiral Count von Spee, the
Gneigenan ﬁnd the Leipsig were
sunk. The Dresden and Nurnberg
rpade off during the action and are be-
ing pursued.

“Some survivors have heen reacued
from the Gneisenau and the Leipsig.”

The statement makes reference to
some survivors rescued .from the
