In taste it is hke sweet
honey. Manna also falls at times in the
neighbourhood of Baghdad, and 1 tasted it
there. 1 cannot say that I should like to
have to live on it alone, as the children of
Israel had to do ; but it seemed to lie nutri-
tious, and was by no means unpalatable.
The manna which falls still farth r to the
south in the great Arabian desert is said to
be better than that which is found near Bagh-
dad and Kerkook. I was told that manna
sometimes descends upon the country around
Mosul, but not in any great quantities. Great
flights of quails come to Kerkook in the be-
ginning of the winter, aud the birds, being
or the most part young and unable totly well,
are easily caught, and they form a %alualle
addition t» the fuod supply of the Kerkook-
ians, They are very good to eat when young,
but as they grow old they b.come tough and
flavourless. These useful birds are well
known in the south also, and at times they
almost darken the air, so great are their num-
bers. In the desert through which the Jews
wandered for 80 many weary years manna
and quails must have furnished the chosen
people with very sufficieat nourishment. But
when we blame the Israelites (nrclamourinﬁ
for the flesh-pots of Egypt, we should as
ourzelves whether we are qiite certain that
we would have been more resignel in their
place to the monotony of thediet. Self-denial
in such matters is not the characieristic of
the later times.

Aerial Telegraphy.

Professor Loomis, of Washington, accord-
ing to the New York Zribune, appears to be
atill enthusiastically carrying ou his experi-
ments in aerial telegraphy in West Virgi-
nia. Aerial telegraphy 1s basedl on the
theory that at certain elevations there is a
natural electric current, by taking advan-
tage of which wires may be wholly dis-
pensed with. Itis said that he has tele-
{raphed as far as eleven miles by means of

ites lown with copper wire. When the
kites reached the same altitude or got into
the same current, commuuication by means
of an instrament similar to the Morse in-
strument was easy and perfect, but ceased
as soon as one of the kites lowered. He
has built towers on two hills about twenty
miles apart, and from the tops of them run
up steel rods into the region of the electric
current, The Professor announces that he
has recently discovered that the telephone
can be used for this method of communica-
tion as well as telegraphic instruments, and
that of late he has done all his talking with
his assistant, twenty miles away, by tele-
| phone, the connection being aerial only.

He claims that he can telegraph across the
1 sea without other wires than those neces-
sary to reach the elevation of the current.
