John N. Willys, president of The
Willys-Overland Company, of Toledo,
Ohio, the flargest automobile manu-
facturing plant in the world. Des-
pite his active participation in the
aflairs of his immense factory, Mr.
Willys contributes considerable
time and financial asslstance to the
development of municipal growth.
He is an enthusiastic supporter of all
live Chamber of Commerce organi-
zations.

Recently the distinguished auto-
mobile manufacturer made a trip to
Riverside, Cal., where the .local
Chamber of Commerce is conducting
an exciting campaign for new mem-
bers and civic up-building. In re-
sponse to an urgent invitation, Mr.
Willys gave a brief talk to the River-
side business men, in which he em-
phasized the necessity for them to
work together and not depend on in-
dividualism.

“The only way you can build your
city is by working together toward
that end,” declared Mr. Willys. “I
don’t build 950 Overland automo-
biles every day by my own eflorts.
No more can any one man among
vou huild Riverside. Individualism
is an old and impractical theory—in
my opinion it is a hundred years be-
hind the times. Work, and work to-
gether, is what will count. You must
have the vision, you must believe
in what vou can do, in what Yyour
city can do.

“Any Chamber of Commerce can
get new industries, if it will get after
them. When I took over the auto-
mobile factory in my old home town
of Blmira, N. Y., in 1910, it had 17
employees. To-day we have 3,500
employes there and in another year
we hope to have 5,000.

It was my interest in the city, in
the Chamber of Commerce, which
made me go to Elmira, when I might
have done better financially in an-
other commupity. .But, now, th=
big factory there is making a pros-
perous and happy community. You’'ll
find men who will become interested
in Riverside in the same way and
who will bring you industries. I
don’t know how much my local rep-
resentative is doing for this Chamber
of Commerce, but I know I want him
in it. And, just to show my interest
in ihe movement and in Riverside,
I'm going to subscribe to ten mem-
herships for three years for him, to
get him started right.”

“When we undertook to rebuild
ithe Toledo Chamber of Commerce,”
Mr. Willys eoncluded, “we were a
little slarmed at the amount of mon-
ey which was being expended in that
direction. We had been spending
about $10,000 a year for that pur-
pose. This vear, however, we are
spending $100,000 in the support of
the Chamber of Commerce and every
time 1 return to Toledo I can see that
the ecity is growing.”

In an editorial comment, referring
to Mr. Willys’ remarks before the
Chamber of Commerce, a Riverside
paper had this to say: “This coun-
iry needs more men of the Willys
type. - He has developed from the
ranks and has earned all that he
has. Riverside owes a deep debt of
eratitude to the manufacturer of
the Overland automobile, not only
for the wonderfully encouraging
words spoken by him to the River-
cide boosters, gathered about the
luncheon tables yesterday noon, but
he happens to be one who backs up
1 is words with deeds. If there is any-
thine that more fully demonstrates

TRIPLED THIS YEAR

Department of Commerce Figures
show Astonishing
Increases.

Automobiie exports continue 0
grow at an almost unbelievable rate,
as shown by the latest monthly sum-
mary of the U. S. Department of
Commerce. March shipments this
year were very nearly double those
of March, 1915, 7,418 vehicles ag-
ainst 2,768 In the nine monthy’
periud ended with last March 55,140

motor vehicles valued at $'72'9U'U"3'1“01

were exporied, as compared with
17,876, valued at $28,289,218 ex-
ported in the corresponding period
one year ago, and 20,4771 valued at
$18,765,656 two years ago. This is
an increase of 151 per cent. In value
in one year and of 288 per cent in
two years.

Exports of passenger cars more
than tripled both in number and
value in the last year, and those of
commercial vehicles were more than
two mnd one-half times as great as
iin the nine months period a year ago.
