In the lace of the fact 
that Great Britain is Europe's 
greatest manufacturer and the 
worlo’s greatest exporter of nianu 
factures, nearly one half of all the 
exported manufactured products of 
the United States goes to British 
territory, and foruis mote than u 
1 bird of all the exports to lboat 
lands.

These facts are disclosed in a 
.summary compiled bv ihe Buieau 
of Statistics of lire department of 
Commerce and Labor.

By the term Briti-h teriitoiy, is 
meant, the United Kingdom, Cana­
da, and all other lauds which float 
he Union Jack even to the district

at Hong Kong and the British 
Islands in Oceania.

British territory in Europe in 
1909 took $132,000,000 of Ameri­
can manufactures; British North 
America 897,000,000; British Asia, 
$13 000,000, and even British 
Afiica took seven millions.

Thus Great Britain buys 40 p. c. 
of all American manufactures sent 
to Europe; 40 p. c. erf all "(hose ex­
ported on the North American 
Continent; 1 pc. of those to South 
America: 74 p c. of those to Oceania 
and 03 p.c. of al! sent to Asia,— 
Biiti-h territory, then, is a preity 
good consumer.

All in all, it bought $275,000,000 
of Yankee goods in 1909. Of the 
manufactured products of the Unit­
ed States, British territory takes 
48 per cent.

Montreal, June 13—Thirty-five 
people are pinned to death in the

The crowds assembleu outside 
the burning building could plainly 
hear the shouts of the dying inside,

while the flame, were slowly travel­
ling towards them, but practically 
nothing could be done to save 
them.

At noon In-pectnr McMahon of 
the police force, called upon those 

'm to organize a rescuearound hi 
party, as it was agonizing for the 
people outside to think that they 
were standing there unable to do 
anything for the dying. Tne res­
cue party, however, found it im­
possible to get beyond the front 
door of the building, so thick was 
the sinoKe.

She 
sailed with her father and a crew 
of ten men with a cargo of cement 
from Philadelphia on May 28 for 
Mobile. On June 3 the Good News 
ran into a violent gale ofl the Hat- 
teras Capes and the barkentine 
sprung a leak which was so great 
that the ship with its lieavy cargo 
quickly foundered. With no hepe 
of saving the vessel, the captain 
and crew lowered small boats and 
while the storm was at its worst 
with waves-lasliing the dismantled 
rigging,
