Splendid Conservative 
Victory.

ROSS GOVERNMENT OVER-
WHELMINGLY DEFEATED.

Corruption Sternly Rebuked.

The Provincial elections in On­
tario on Wednesday, January 
25th, resulted in the complete and 
overwhelming defeat of the Ross 
■Liberal Government. The public 
conscience was aroused ; political 
rascality and corruption were de­
servedly rebuked, and an indig­
nant electorate grappled with and 
ignominiously hurled from power 
those who had brought shame up­
on the fair fame of Ontario. The 
rout of the Ross Government was 
most decisive and general all over 
the Province. Five ministers 
were defeated, and Ross himself 
narrowly escaped a like fate. His 
majority of 600 obtained two years 
ago was almost entirely wiped out, 
and he retains his seat by about 100 
The defeated ministers, are Gib­
son, Dryden, Latchford, Charlton 
and Evanturel. Witney will have 
a majority of about forty in a 
House of ninety-eight. The par­
ties, as far as ascertained, seem to 
stand 69 Conservatives to 29 Lib­
erals. We have received no pap 
ers from the mainland since the 
election, consequently we are not 
able to give many particulars of 
the results in different parts of the 
Province. The wires tel! us, how­
ever, that Gamey was elected in 
Manitoulin by a majority of four 
hundred. The turn over was com­
plete, and the sturdy, manly, inde­
pendent conduct of the electorate 
of Ontario should serve as 
inspiration to the people of 
other Provinces whose cupidity 
and mercenary instincts are in­
variably appealed to by our Lib­
eral friends whenever they want 
vote^. The degrading and insult­
ing appeal is invariably made by 
Liberals in Provincial elections 
that it is' very unwise policy to 
be opposed in Local politics to the 
Government at Ottawa. The 
people of Ontario have justly re­
sented that specious and insulting 
method of argument. Laurier 
was wont to boast that Ontario 
was his right arm. This shipboleth 
was used for all it was worth in 
the election under review ; but 
the sturdy electors of Ontario 
have indignantly hurled back the 
insinuation, and now Laurier has 
to bemoan a withered and shat­
tered political right arm. The 
Liberals had held the Government 
of Ontario for upwards jf 33 
years. In December, 1871, the 
Conservative Government of John 
Sandtield McDonald was defeated, 
and Edward Blake formed a Lib­
eral Government. In less than a 
year Blake resigned the Premier­
ship to enter Dominion politics, 
and Sir Oliver Mowat succeeded 
him. Mowat continued td lead 
the Government until 1896, when 
he was succeeded by A. S. Hardy, 
who held power till 1899, when 
G. W. Ross took charge. In the 
general election of 1902 Ross was 
practically defeated at the polls ; 
but-.he managed for upwards of 
two years to cling to power by 
the most glaring electoral corrup­
tion. But at last the people got 
their opportunity and they have 
had their revenge as the .facts 
above enumerated amply test fy.

The terrific snow storm which 
set in on Wednesday evening of 
last week and continued all day 
Thursday was one of the worst 
experienced here for some years. 
It was a north-eastern blizzard. 
The snow drifts resulting are tre­
mendous, and traffic has been ren­
dered most difficult. In this city 
the snow banked up on some of 
the sidewalks to remarkable 
heights, and the clearances made 
in order to render pedestrian 
movements possible resemble can­
als in many instances, the perpen­
dicular walls of snow standing in 
many places as high as six or eight 
feet The country roads are in a 
most wretched condition and 
traffic is practically suspended. 
The railway was blocked up. 
There were no trains moving on 
Thursday except the train from 
Georgetown, which left there in 
the morning and made good pro­
gress, arriving at Charlottetown 
not very much behind time. A 
peculiar accident happened to the 
train from Tignish on Wednes­
day evening. Somewhere be­
tween Miscouche and St. Elean­
or’s, as the heavy train with its 
snow plough was fighting its way 
along, the passenger coach at the 
rear became detached, and the oc­
currence was not noticed by the 
driver or train hands until Snm- 
merside was reached. Conductor 
Dan. McKenna happened to be in 
the passenger coach at the time, 
and he and his fellow passengers, 
several of them women, found 
themselves stalled on the track in 
the midst of the snow. When the 
train reached Summerside and the 
accident was discovered, prépara- 
tions were made to go to the 
rescue. But it took some time to 
take in coal and water and for the 
hands to partake of something to 
eat. When all this was attended 
to a start was made ; but the snow 
had so filled in the cuttings that 
they were unable to reach the mis 
sing car and the attempt had to 
be abandoned. Those in the stall­
ed car made the best of the situa­
tion. They had sufficient coal but 
no provisions. Next morning the 
lady passengers were removed to 
miscouche and provisions were 
obtained from the near by farm 
houses. These matters having 
been arranged Conductor Dan and 
the male passengers started for 
Summerside along the track. 
They reached their destination in 
the afternoon, pretty well fagged 
out. At, 11 o’clock Friday the 
car had been brought to Summer 
side, and a start was made for 
Charlottetown. The fight was 
a hard one, and many heavy banks 
were encountered. Hunter River 
was reached at 11 o’clock Friday 
night. Here they were delayed 
until 6.30 Saturday morning to 
await the tripn which left Ch’ 
town Friday, which had stalled on 
the way and did not reach Hunter 
River till the hour named, Satur­
day morning. Trains on til other 
sections of the road were also out 
on Friday and all got through, so 
that on Saturday the line was all 
clear. The cuttings in some places 
are, we are informed, fully fifteen 
feet deep.

The piling up of snow drifts, the 
blocking of highways and the 
stalling of trains were not the only 
inconvenient and disagreeable ef­
fects of the storm so far as this 
Province is concerned. It has 
also very seriously interfered with 
our winter navigation, cut us from 
the mainland and practically isol­
ated the Province. On Wednes­
day, both steamers started in the 

" morning, the Stanley from George­
town and the Minto from Pictou ; 
but both were obliged to return 
to their respective ports, where 
they have both since remained. 
On Saturday, and again on Mon­
day, the Stanley made a start from 
Georgetown ; but on both days 
she was obliged to return after 
going a short distance. Meantime 
the mails had been transferred to 
the Capes route. On Wednesday 
night the special to Cape Traverse 
with the mail reached there late 
in consequence of the storm. On 
Thursday crossing at the Capes 
was out of the question. Friday 
was equally unfavorable. On 
Saturday a crossing was made and 
a letter mail reached here about 
5.30. On Sunday another mail, 
letters, was brought over. On 
Monday a crossing was made from 
Cape Traverse, but the boats that 
left Cape Tormentinem the morn­
ing were obliged to return. That 
left us without any foreign mail 
for that day. Yesterday morning 
four of the boats left Tormentine 
at 7.30 o’clock with 31 bags of 
mail. At 9.10 o’clock four more 
boats left the same place with 44 
bags of mail. The first boats 
reached this side at 1,40 p. m, and 
landed their mail at Carleton 
Point. This mail was not brought 
to Charlottetown because the 
storm that had arisen blocked the

railway track and the train did 
not attempt to move from Cape 
Traverse. Meantime the boats 
which left Tormentine at 9.10 
were caught in the storm which 
raged in the Straits. They had 
get within three miles of the Is­
land side late in the afternoon, 
when they came to a large sheet 
of open water, which with the in­
creasing wind was altogether too 
rough to attempt with open boats. 
Grave fears were entertained for 
their safety as it was thought 
they were doomed to spend the 
night in the Straits. But the 
very welcome intelligence was re 
ceived here before seven o’clock 
that they had returned to the 
mainland and succeeded in land­
ing at a quarter past six. The 
mails brought over yesterday may 
reach here to night some time.

The storm of yesterday was 
very severe and almost completely 
demoralized traffic. The cuttings 
along the railway line were all 
filled in again and trains were 
stalled all over the line. The only 
train, of those leaving Charlotte­
town in the afternoon to get to 
its destination, was the train to 
Georgetown. The train for Souris 
was hung up at Mount Stewart ; 
the train for Tignish reached 
Summerside and remained there, 
and the train from Tiguish in­
wards only got as far as Summer 
side, where it remained for the 
night. The snow fighting is going 
on to day, and we may have trains 
moving somewhat regularly to 
morrow.

The storm and snow blockade 
are not peculiar to this Province. 
The people of the mainland are 
equal sufferers. Halifax is almost 
buried in snow and trains are 
stalled in all directions. Trains 
between Halifax and Sydney were 
at a standstill yesterday.

A Tokio despatch of yevterday’e date 
aaya : The Jap yeaterday captured off Hok­
kaido the Britiah ateamer Wyefield loaded 
with contraband.

Newa from Mahone Bay, N. 8., reached 
here yeaterday which eald : This town 
waa atartled at five o’clock thia morning 
by the dread cry of fire, which proved to 
be in the Aberdeen Hotel. The fire 
atarted in thé furnace room and worked 
up the walia breaking out on the second 
floor. At first the fire seemed centred in 
the basement and was pnt out there, but 

a few minutes it broke ont un the 
second floor and for eome few minutes 
things looked serious. Ths hotel rooms 
were filled with smoke and several guests 
were nearly overcome. One of the 
hoarders gave the alarm and crawled to 
the stairs on his hands and kneea and out 
into the enow in hia bare feet. A traveller 
of St. John alec crawled ont in scanty 
attire. The fire waa Boon pnt out, but the 
guests suffered from the cold.

London, Jan. 30.—A despatch to the 
Graphic from Sebastopol, says : “ In 
conséquence of the gravity of the 
situation here, the Government has 
invested the naval and military com­
manders with full powers to repress 
disorders. Over one hundred arrests 
have been made.

London, Jan. 30.—Rioting and pillage 
are in progress in Warsaw, in spite of 
the presence of large numbers of troops. 
The British Consular offices there 
have been assailed by Huasars and the 
mattei has been called to the attention 
of St. Petersburg by the British ambas­
sador. The savere storms at Moscow 
aided the authorities there in avoiding 
the disorder which is thought to be 
impending. There were no distur­
bances in St. Petersburg. In Batton, 
Prince Gurielly an officer of the police 
has been assassinated. The influence 
of Grand Duke Serguie, foremost of the 
reactionary party it is alleged has 
governed the Emperor Nicholas ever 
since the strike trouble began, and that 
members of the Imperial family are 
represented to be determined on 
drastic measures for the suppression of 
all agitation for economic or political 
reform. Heports continu» rife that the 
terrorists are prepared to resume their 
activity. Father Gopon, the leader of 
the St. Petersburg workmen, is reported 
to be called, to the Stockholm Holy 
Synod which has denounced him as a 
“ criminal priest ” and betrayer of bis 
sacred office.
