The 'Calgary man
has.been doing some extensive. prac-
tising lately, and is at present in the
best of form. His opponent arrived
in town on Saturday, and is putting
up at the Empire Hotel, where his
manager, Mr. Lawrence, is also resid-
ing.

Seen yesterday at the hotel, Mea-
dows said he was feeling up to the
marK just now, and thought he would
feel go on Thursday if the atmosphere
of Alberta did not have an' adverse
affect. This was the first time he
had ever been as far west as Calgary.
Lately he had pulled off some raees
in the east, and six weeks ago Je
won .the five mile handicap at Toron-
to sports. After that he travelled:to
Winnipeg, where he defeated Accduse
in a fifteen mile race. Meeting the
Indian again in Regina, he intlic?wl
on him a second defeat. At Regina
afterwards he met a Moose Jaw man
in a ten mile contest, and here again
he proved the victor. A couple of
months ago he was one of the en-
trants in the Canadian Marathon race
and finished up third, although it was
the first Marathon race in which he
ever took part. Meadows was one
of the Canadian representatives at
the Olympic games in .London last
year, and this was the only occasion
on which he met Fitzgerald, whom he
defeated in a five mile race. Asked
if he had been training much_ lately,
Meadows said he had been In con-
stant training for the last six: years.
Today he intends doing an eight or
ten mile run at Vietoria park. Joth
men are confident of victory and all
appearances point fo the race on
Thursday being the best that has been
seen in Calgary for a long time, while
the fact that Filz is a local man, and
{ that both he-and Meadows have both
been doing some remarkably fast long
distance running lately, should - at-
tract a large crowd to the park.

Meadows is still a little doubtiul
whether he will be able to attend the
big races at Seattle,.as his trainer,
Mr. Lawrence, has some business en-
