Pekin, Nov. 24—Missionaries ar­
riving in Pekin from Tung Chow Pu, 
eighty miles northeast of Slang Fu, 
give accounts of the recent revnu- 
ticn in the province of Shen Si, where 
the anti-foreign element declare.)' ts 
intention to exterminate foreigners, 
Christians and Manchus, but only 
partly succeeded. The rebel general 
at Siang Fu, they say, issued a procla­
mation to the people not to harm 
Manch merchants, foreigners or non 
combatant Chinese, but only to de­
stroy Manchus. The Manchus, there­
upon prepared for defense wit ala 
their own walled Section of the oTy. 
They withstood one attack by a mop 
made up of students and soldiers, but 
in an attack :ne next day nearly, all 
the Manchus were slain. According 
to the missionaries the Chinesè n- 
l'ormed them that horrible barbari­
ties accompanied the 'slaughter and 
that Manchu women were spearsd or 
carried off by Chinese officers.

Policy of Chinese Republic.
Paris, Nov. 2 4.—Dr. Sun Yat Seri 

outlined the future regime in China 
to Le Courier European during his 
stay in Paris. According to this 
Journal he said that although it 
would be a federal republic and es­
sentially modern, care would be 
taken not to touch the ancient tra­
ditions of Old China.

"The revolutionaries wish," added. 
Dr. Sun, “to prove their, sympfcyy 
with peace. The Çhinese republic 
will be thrown open to foreign Com­
merce. The first act of the new 
government will be to suppress all 
limitations, on commercial relations 
with the outside world. In return, 
the republic Intends, in considera­
tion of fresh facilities granted for in­
ternational commerce, to reserve to 
itself the tight to regulate the cus­
toms in the interests of its own 
growing industries alfd no longer of 
the outsiders.

and ‘trade can find compensation for 
the fact that we entered to late into 
the field of colonial politics. :t is 
highly desirable that our already 
awakened appreciation of the eminent 
Importance of South America for our 
economic welfare be strengthened, es­
pecially as other nations are working 
persistently and with enormous energy 
to make the Spanish republics tribu­
tary to .their wealth.

"“It is "becoming increasingly ap iar- 
ent that America means to dispute the 
field in these countries with its Euro­
pean competitors. I

“It is high time that we Germans 
recognized the fact that the leaders 
of our foreign trade policy must not 
confine themselves to 'the conquest of 
markets only by investments of cap­
ital in industrial, irilnlng and rail­
way enterprises. They must strike 
out on the lines which the;Amc-r'c-ins 
are seeking to follow.’’

Later 
the witness produced a number of 
itemised statements of the business 
ci£ the Lacombe Produce Co., which 
he and Mr. Wilson and prepared, with, 
the object of getting a bank" in Cv- 
gary to grant .he accused a loan.

'The witness admitted that some of 
these statements were incorrect and 
false. They had been unable to pro­
cure a loan in Calgary and at the 
time of the fire they owed the Union 
Bank in Lacombe about twenty-two 
thousand dollars. Witness said the 
Lacombe Produce Co. had beeri a 
paying concern doing a good business 
and that in about fourteen mcnins 
Wilson, the accused, had taken out of 
the business in cash and produce 
somewhere about five or six thousa id 
dollars.

Raised Valuation.
In his cross examination the only 

point of interest brought out was that 
he had been instructed by Wilson to 
raise the valuation of the stock in 
the building to about thirty per cent 
above its actual cost and to have it 
insured, if possible, for one hundnd 
per cent of this increased value.

Gappy Smart, chief of the Calgary 
fire department, was called and gave 
evidence as to burning cif an old house 
belonging to .Wilson situated on Sixth 
avenue. This building had been un­
occupied for some time and clearly 
showed that it had been started with 
coal oil and that in his opinion the 
house was not worth more than tnroo 
hundred dollars. At the time of me 
fire the house was insured for six 
hundred.
