Nfld. Scotch 
CuredHerring.

Brisk autnmn weather has, naturally 
had its effect on the market for New­
foundland Scotch cured herring, and
it Is new in good demand again in 
New Terk. The volume of business, 
however, has been small, and mer­
chants are inclined to eschew large 
orders, which ape understood to be 
available in the Interest in their regu­
lar trade. As there is a relatively 
smell quantity of Newfoundland 
Scotch cured herring now held by 
New York merchants and as stocks in 
the future will not be large, it may 
be expected that the trade in this 
grade will be limited to local busi­
ness more or less, and that there will 
be little for other domestic markets. 
Prices continue to be maintained on 
a fairly firm basis, but there are fac­
tors in the trade who are willing to 
sell at: below the prevailing market 
quotations, especially on ordinary 
quality fish of the winter or spring 
pack. There la practically no fall 
Newfoundland Scotch pack herring 
available in the New York market. 
Quotations for the week show a range 
between |24 to 827 per barrel, for 
large fulls, while smaller fish have 
been selling at from 822 to |3t. Lit­
tle change, in the situation is looked 
for in the immediate future, and it is 
Unlikely that there will be any import­
ant additions to the supply until after 
the turn of the year, when uaw fall 
pack herring will be coming forward. 
There are still some lots of Norwegian 
style herring to be marketed here and 
further supplies may be obtainable. 
New regulations affecting the packing 
and curing of herring after the Nor­
wegian method are now in force. It 
is required that packers shall have a 
license and that all herring packed 
in this way shall be inspected and 
banded.—New York Fishinf Gazette, 
Oct. 26.

Three cases only were reported at 

the Grenfell Hall Hospital yesterdiy, 
the patients being a woman from 
Springdale Street, a female patient 
from Jensen Camp and a seaman nam­
ed Dixon, of Ptnchard’s Island- In 
the outports, however, the epidemic 
haul not yet lost its force, as Indicated

From Dr. Fisher, Curling— Since 
last report, 16 cases of influensa; at 
Lark Hr. one consumptive dead; at 
Middle Arm sixty cases, no deaths; at 
Humbermouth, Corner Brook, Cur­
ling and Petries Valley, 312 cases in 
addition to those in last report, but no 
deaths.

From Dr. Chisholm, Alexander Bay 
—About thirty cases of Spanish in­
fluenza on Woody Island ; about 60 at 
Alexander Bay.

From Magistrate Courage, Bay L’Ar­
gent—Spanish “flu” very prevalent at 
Garnish : could you send doctor here 
from Burin; have wired to close 
schools and churches.

From J. E. Lake, Fortune—In­
fluenza raging In Bay d’Espoir, while 
the inhabitants are prostrate, help­
less and dying; each mill closed; 
please send medical aid immediately; 
the nearest doctor is at Hr, Breton.

From B. A. Brazil, J.P.. Garnish— 
About 70 eases of Spanish Influenza— 
no doetor-i-one death to-day, and 
pipes quarantined ; policeman and 
doctor necessary.

From T. Keats, J. P., Merasheeu.— 
Spanish “flu" in almost every house 
here; disinfectants needed for poor 
families for fumigating purposes.

Dr. Wilson has been ordered to pro­
ceed to Bay d’Espoir, and as far as 
possible the assistance required at 
other points Is being arranged tor by 
the Government and health author­
ities.

Lord Morris, ex-Prlme Minister of 
the Island, lecturing on Newfound­
land to the British Women’s Patriotic 
League at South Lodge, Rutland Gate, 
said so far from being a land of fogs 
and dogs and bogs, as ignorance has 
painted it, Newfoundland’s climat, is 
equal to that of Scotland and its fer­
tility matches that of the grain-grow­
ing districts of Canada. But its popu­
lation is only 250,000.

The Anglo-Newfoundland Develop­
ment Company, under the direction 
of Lord Northcliffe, has established 
paper and pulp works which are the 
finest in the world. Newfoundland’s 
fisheries are richer than the fabled 
mines of Peru, and they can be mul­
tiplied tenfold with the export of 
fresh fish by the aid of cold storage.

If England doubles her consumption 
of fish from U6 oz. to 3 oz. a day, it 
would find occupation in the island 
for 140,000 returned soldiers—say, 
with their famines 700,000 people.
