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Scotchmen Maintain Title Held for Past Eight Years; Penalty 
in the Last Three Minutes Decided the Game 

By Odd Goal in Three

AFTER many attempts the second game between Hillhurst and 
the Callies took place last evening at Hill'hurst park. Twice 
previously they should have played, but on the first occasion 

the rain intervened,-and on the second occasion it will be remember­
ed the game was stopped ten minutes from time with the Callies 
leading by one goal. Last evening it was a pretty tight race be­
tween time and the darkness, and. a tie would about describe the 
matter, but the Callies this time managed to carry off the point 
though only by the odd goal in three.

Referee 
Sheldon after'the game however, said Campbell shoved out his legs 
to trip Nesbitt, up and he gave a penalty. There was a loud shout 
of protest from the Hillhurst supporters but Williams who took 
the kick made no mistake..

The game was won and lost- with that kick, for there was not 
sufficient time remaining for a further goal, and the Callies ran off 
the field cheering and 'laughing and were ; almost carried into the 
dressing rooms by their delighted followers.

Càlliês h-ad the advantage. The Hill- 
hurst halves played a hard game, but 
the Callies’ trio performed with more 
effect. The Hillhurst backs were not

He was 
safe. Pete Standridge darted for first, 
and got there before Stark had dis­
covered the ball and got it to first. 
O'oie O’Brien went to third and 
Jimmy Flanagan to second on the 
play, while Piper came home,

Th? play was a puzzle to score. 
Finally the scorers charged it as an 
error to the catcher.

Should Have Been “ Wild Pitch.”
A new light was thrown on the sub­

ject yesterday, when Tom Stark ex­
plained how it happened. He claimed 
that it should be scored as a wild 
pitch, and this is his alibi: “ The ball 
Hayes threw hit the ground about a 
foot ahead of the plate. Standridge 
hit at it on the bounce, and the ball 
hit me in the forearm. It never was 
near my glove. I guess the pain of 
the blow made me los? the ball/’

Julie Street verifed this statement. 
Julie was sitting in the players’ bench 
at the time.

As Stark didn’t get the ball, 
and therefore côuldn’t hold it, Pete ran 
to first on the .dropped third strike 
rule. It sure was a funny play ”

Probably every baseball fan has seen 
a similar play -attempted, but in th*-» 
experience of the writer, at least, i! 
was the first time it was successfully 
carried out.
