CANADA'S LOSSES IN THE WAR

Ottawa, Oct. 25—Canadian losses 
in the war up to October 6, total 
15,187, made up of 677 officers and 
14,510 men. Of these, dead from all 
causes, are 127 officers and 2,490 men, 
to which it is feared much of the 
heavy list of missing must be added.

The official figures are as follows :

Died of wounds .......  25 654
Died of illness . 172
Accidentally killed ....... 2 38
Prisoners of XV ar .......  56 1.251
Missing ............................ ....... 31 LUO

The grain dockage 
is recleaned to remove the weed seeds 
chaff and dust and then ground to 
destroy the vitality of all seeds. The 
results of feeding experiments con­
ducted at Ottawa Experimental Farm 
have shown this mixed grain meal to j 
be a cheap and voluable feed for live j 
stock. It is now available to Can- j 
adian feeders and feed dealers in car j 
lots at moderate prices. Prospective 
purchasers should apply direct to the J 
General Manager, Government Ele- j 
vators, Fort William, Ont.
