The royal standard was hoisted in the 
main square of the city, the Grenadiers 
presented arms, massed bands played 
the National Anthem, Sir Alfred Milner 
read the proclamation, and troops re­
presenting Great Britain and her colo­
nies marched past.

Jacobsdal was not captured by tue 
Boers. Advices received iront Cape 
Town shortly after midnight say: Later 
news from Jacoosdat snows that 20v> 
Beers unsuccessfully attacked the gar­
rison. The Highlanders had 14 killed, 
and 20 wounded.

When the first report was received 
it was regarded in London as a curious 
coincidence that the report of the cap­
ture of Jacobsdal by the Boers should 
be received concurrently with the ex­
pected arrival home from South Africa 
of the City Imperial Voluntef s, as 
Jacobsdal was the scene of the i -tier’s 
fitst fight.

BOERS BUSY.

S.IM8 REEVES.
London, Oct. 27. — Sims Reeves is 

dead, passing peacefully away in his 
sleep in Worthing, England, Thurs­
day night. He was born in 1821, the 
son of a village organist. H'is farther 
found he could sing, and trained him 
persistently a® a baritone. In 1840, 
Sims was compelled to sing tenor by 
accident one night, and discovered his 
unsuspected power. Ere long he was 
the premier tenor of the English stage, 
often receiving $700 a night, and. fre­
quently declining as much.

Sims Reeves was probably one of the 
greatest, if not the greatest tenor that 
England has produced. He was bom 
at Sooter’s Hall, Kent, on Oct. 24, 1822.

Paris, Oct. 26.—Dr. Leyds, the Trans­
vaal agent, who is in this city for a 
few days, was questioned by a repre­
sentative of the Associated Press today 
with reference to the plans of former 
President Kruger.

WOMEN BLAMED
Bold Club Woman Accuses Her Com­

New York, Oct. 28.—Friends of Cor­
nelius L. Alvord, the absconding note 
-teller of the First National Bank, 
think that -he will surrender himself 
very soon. lit is confidently believed 
the man is hiding in this vicinity, per­
haps within the limits of Greater New 
York.

Chief of Detectives McOlusky, in 
speaking of the case, said: “A circular 
describing Alvord and offering a re­
ward for -his capture, will be issued.

"When Alvord fled -he did not take 
with him any package of money—he 
had not stolen any of the bank's secu­
rities. He could not lay hands on 
them. He had not -been at the bank 
since a week ago last Wednesday. 
There is no woman in the case except 
his wife. He had no accomplice; none 
-was needed, his method was too simple.

"What did he do with the money? 
Well, he did not lose it in Wall street, 
he was too shrewd. I understand he 
was a pretty heavy winner in some 
transactions. He had a business -head, 
and knew a good business proposition.

"He lived high, but, figuring it all i 
out. -his house and his horses and his I 
•wife’s diamonds and -his suppers all 
together, I can’t see where he could 
■have squandered more than $200.('90. 
That leaves something like half a mil­
lion. I believe Alvord has that amount 
salted away.”
