Canada a wunited people. It hamw‘nsl
that in this country we have eeveral
creeds, but our institutions are par-
ticular to give the same rights to all,
and all of us are glad to be British, a ,
nation of the British family. Those are
my sentiments.” ‘

Is not that all that any cltizen of |
Canada could desire? But the Montreal |
Gazette joins with its brother Opposi-
tion organ in Toronto in this attempt |
to manufacture a grievance against
the Premier:

“Sir Wilfrid Laurier, speaking at the
Acadian convention at Arichat, is re-
ported to have said: ‘I want the sturdy
Scotechman to remain the Scotchman:
I want the brainy Englishman to re- |
main the Englishman; I want the
warm-hearted Irishman to remain the
Irishman.” Sir Wilfrid is a traitor to
himeelf in thus talking. He surely for-
gets his much-advertised feat of mak-
ing Canada a nation. A nation is not
made up of a collection of semi-foreign
colonies. It means a people.”

To enable it to mislead its readers
the Gazette has been guilty of as bare- |
faced emasculation of Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier’s sentiments as could well be imag-
ined. Sir Wilfrid, in the address from
which the above quotation is made,
pointed out how much the Acadians
had suffered in the early daye because
they were wedded to their liberties.

Irishman to remain the Irishman; T
want to take all these elements and

build a nation that will be foremost |
amongst the great powers of the world:
and you Aecadians, I want you to be |
represented in that nation. Your an- |
cestore were said to reflect the ima ge of ]
heaven, so your lives should reflect in
that united nation the purity and the
joy of heaven.”

Having read this most worthy advice
to his fellow-countrymen of ail origins,
what fair-minded person is prepared |
to take exception to a line of the Pre-
mier’s utterances?

One of the
Canadiang was wounded in the hand,
and could not therefore fire, so he led
the horses away. A second was shot
in the chest and arm, and then prop-
ped himself against an ant-heap, as
he said, “to direct the other two.” The
remaining pair kept up a steady fire,
killed two Boers, and saw others
struck, some of them were carried
away, until both +the brave fellows
were shot dead.

I send you a list of these men, in
the belief that, should you come across
anyone ccnnected with Canada and
tell him of their gallantry, he will feel
as proud of them as fellow-colonists as
we do of our brothers-in-arms. Their
names are:

No. 201—Corp. T. J. Morden, killed.

No. 202—Corp. T. R. Miles, wounded
in the chest and shoulder.

No. 207—Pte. H. V. 'W. Miles, wound-
ed elightly in hand; sent back with
the horses.

No. 169—Pte. R. T. Kerr, killed.

Morden and Xerr were Canadian
born; the two Miles, who are brothers,
were born in England, and their par-
ents live at Bideford, Devon. All were
ranching in Pincher’s Creek district,
Western Canada.

STRATHCONAS IN IT.

A correspondent with General Bul-
ler’'s force, wiring from Amerspoort,
under date of Aug. 8, gays:

“General Buller left Paardekop yes-
terday, taking a northeasterly direc-
tion. He drove the enemy from strong
peositions on some hills called Kopjes
Kraal, and reached this place late on
the same night, having traversed 18

miles, while our front extended over
about eight miles. The main force of
the enemy, mnumbering 2,000, wunder

General Christian Botha, had six pieces
of cannon and four pompoms.

“The infantry had marched on Mon-
day to Meersight, and had taken a
center position in advance, the Gor-
dons, with the 60th Rifles, forming the
fighting line. General Dundonald’s
cavalry swept round to the left, cover-
ing a wvast tract of country, while
Strathcona’s Horse scouted, and it was
due to their dash and enterprise that
the advance was not further impeded.

“The enemy, who were spread in
small parties over the lefit bank, in-
variably fell back when the scouts got
within a thousand yards.

“The Horse Artillery, supported by
Strathcona’s Horse, came into action
twice. The cavairy, composed of Hus-
sars and Lancers did excellent work
on the right flank.

“The enemy, from their main, posi-
tion, opened fire at long range on the
British infantry, who marched forward
under cover of a heavy shell fire from
the siege and nawval guns and a field
battery.

“The hills were swept on all sides.

“Almosit immediately after the open-
ing of the guns the Boers commenced
trekking, and when ithe infaniry elimb-
ed the heights they found them desert-
ed. Elaborate preparations had, how-
ever, been made to defend the posi-
tions; numerous trenches had been
constructed, while the declivities in
the hills afforded additional shelter,
and enabled the Boers to escape by

COL. DRURY’S REPORT.

Ottawa, June 22, — The militia de-
partment has received the report up to
June 20 of Col. Drury, commanding the
Royal Canadian Artillery.

Powell’s force. They arrived at Mafe-
king, June 9, and found that Baden-
Powell had gone east five days before.
The Canadian officers carefully exam-
ined the surroundings of Mafeking, and
their opinion fs summed up by Col.
Drury: “It is incomprehensible how
such a mass of the enemy did not take
Mafeking early in the war.”

Montreal, Aug. 21.—The returning
Canadian soldiers on the Lake Ontario,
which is expected to arrive on Friday,
will land at Quebec, from where they
will be sent to their different homes by
the government.

London, Aug. 21.—Lord Roberts is
giving his trcops the option of being
paid in British or “Kruger” sovereigns.
Thrifty “Tommies” are taking the lat-
ter coins and sending them home to rel-
aitives, who are disposing of them at a
considerable profit. The soldiers gen-
erally are procuring as many “Kru-
gers’”’ as possible, for the word has gone
round the camps that they will be
worth twice their face value in,Eng-
land.

The larger 8outh
African Republic coins are not bring-
ing such large prices.
