True, the 
general Debt has increased. Yet owing to 
tlie advance that Canada has made in 
credit and population since those “dark 
days,” the interest and charges incident 
to the Debt are only fractionally 
greater per capita than before. When 
Sir Richard was “obtaining money under 
false pretences'* from the London money 
market—as he himself admitted, and 
boasted of—he sold Canada bonds at a 
heavy discount, which are now eagerly 
sought after al a premium of 15 per cent. 
Deducting the debts owing by the 
provinces in 1867—at the time they were 
Confederated ($106,000,000) the excess of 
the present debt is some $120,000,000, for 
which we have to show the liquidation of 
the deficits during the Mackenzie adminis­
tration (estimated at $40,000,000); the 
North-west Territories; the Canada 
Pacific Railway, the Intercolonial, besides 
the possession of other improvements, in- 
cluding the enlargement of the Welland 
Canal Yet, to meet all Ibis, the increase 
of the Custom duties (over which Sir Rich­
ard and Mr. Mills are constantly shedding 
so many tears, uttering so many piercing 
cries) is actually less than one per cent. 
Yet we arc told that all the necessaries of 
life are enormously taxed, and that the 
population is br ing driven into the arms of 
the United States as a consequence. If we 
were to make a catalogue of the ‘neces- 
“sarics of life" and set opposite to them 
the amount of taxation with which they 
are burdened, it would be found to be sur 
prisingly small.
