As to 
the fumigation of infected premises all he 
knew was that Mr. Young was engaged to 
do the work. When the wagons were en­
gaged to take smallpox patients away, the 
drivers were told that they must 
not move anything else, but they 
might have gone about town for all 
that. He (Mr. Bailey) had not had time to 
see if the wagons were properly disinfected, 
but he had furnished the drivers with 
carbolic acid and told them what to do. 
Personally he had never gone into a house 
where there was smallpox, and did not con­
sider this a part of his duty as a sanitary 
officer. The present condition of the city, 
he said, from a sanitary point of view, was 
not all that could be desired, but consider­
able improvement was being made, and in 
the course of a short time the city would be 
thoroughly cleansed. Every effort in this 
direction was now being made.

Mr. Wm. Jones, proprietor of the Clar­
ence hotel, was called. He said the first 
case of smallpox which occurred in the 
Clarence was that of Nelson, on Thursday, 
July 7. The house had not been quaran­
tined until the following Saturday at noon. 
Dr. Milne was notified by witness on Thurs­
day, and had the patient removed to the 
Albert Head station.

Mr. W. Shears, customs appraiser, also 
gave evidence during the morning session 
as to the length of time taken by Dr. Mac- 
naughton Jones to examine the Chinese 
passengers on the Empresses.

The Royal Commission on Epidemic Dis­
eases held another session yesterday. The 
evidence of Mr. Wm. Greig, the anti-vac­
cination exponent, was taken; Dr. Ernest 
Hall explained his connection with various 
smallpox cases, and His Worship Mayor 
Beaven made an extended statement as to 
what he and the Board of Aldermen had 
done during the outbreak. The last wit­
ness called was Mr. Allan Cameron, who 
told about the medical examination of the 
C. P. R. steamships, so far as he knew of it.
He corrected some of Dr. Macnaughton 
Jones’ statements, or rather he differed in 
opinion from the doctor.

Mr. Greig was the first witness called 
when the commission opened. He con­
tinued his evidence of the day before, going 
exhaustively into reports, communications, 
statistics and arguments to support his side 
of the case. For the most part the testi­
mony was interesting, but some of it was 
amusing, especially to the 44 spectators.”
The examination continued until luncheon.

After the adjournment Dr. Ernest Hall 
was called to state his connection with the 
smallpox cases. His first case this year, 
he said, was that of Miss Bull. The next 
two were in the Refuge home. The 
case of Fred Wieght he also recalled, 
and identified the certificate he had given 
him to ptocure his admission to the Jubilee 
hospital. This was on July 11, and the 
same day, when the man presented the ad­
mission card to Dr. Richardson at the Jubi- 
lee hospital, be was sent to the Jubilee 
quarantine as a smallpox patient. Dr. Hall 
said he had seen the man since, and was of 
opinion he had not had smallpox at all.
W'itness also gave particulars of the Smith 
cuse, where he had pronounced the disease 
smallpox, but the acting health officer, Dr.

British Columbia’s representation at the 
World’s Fair was discussed at a meeting of 
the Provincial committee held in the Agri­
cultural department, Provincial buildings, 
last evening, with Hon. J. H. Turner, min­
ister of finance and agriculture, presiding. 
Messrs. E. Hutcherson, A. H. B. Mac- 
gowan, C. F. Law, J. R. Anderson and D. 
R. Ker also attended, and numerous verbal 
reports were received and discussed, notes 
being compared and ideas exchanged as to 
the best use to be made of the space at 
British Columbia’s disposal.

In minerals the Province may not make 
such a strong showing, in so far as quality 
is concerned, as some of the American 
states, but the high quality of each of the 
300 or 400 specimens sent from this Pro­
vince is sure to engage the attention of 
every practical mining man and capitalist 
who visits the fair. Mr. Law has been very 
successful in the preparation of the mineral 
collection, in which every section of the 
Province will be creditably represented.

A coroner’s inquest was held yesterday 
on the remains Of the* sailor who met his 
death while being rescued frem the water 
into which he had fallen off the Turner- 
Beeton wharf. The first witness called was 
F. C. Jones, who testified :

I am by profession a farmer; I was on 
the whart at about 6:05 o’clock in the even­
ing, and heard a cry from the water as if 
some one had fallen in. Rushing in the 
direction of the sound I saw the form of a 

struggling in the water. In a few 
moments he reached a pile to which he 
clung. I looked about for something to 
throw him, but found nothing but a short 
piece of small rope, which on lowering, was 
not long enought to reach the man, as the 
water was about fifteen feet below the 
wharf. Mr. McFadden and I found 
another short piece of rope which we tied 
to the first, and in accordance with the 
directions of the man in the water made a 
noose on the end to put over his shoulders.

“ It was quite dark at that place, so we 
could not see very well, but he called 
‘ all right,’ and we began to pull up, when 
the rope broke and he fell back into the 
Rater. The man cursed us for * land lub­
bers,’ and told us to try again. The edge 
of the wharf was overhanging and we could 
not see what he did with the rope, but he 
said 4 all right,’ and we pulled him up.

44 There is a pipe running along the edge 
of the wharf and the rope jammed in this 
and we could not get him up. A boat put 
off from the slip near by and the man was 
lowered into it. This was about a half hour 
from the time I heard the first call. I am 
positive he said ‘all right * before we began 
to pull him up.”

Robert Foster testified that he knew the 
deceased and that he had arranged for him 
to spar at one of his exhibitions. The de­
ceased was known about the town as 
“ Donahue.”

Dr. Jones, who was called to attend the 
deceased at the time of the accident and 
who performed the post mortem examina­
tion, said that there was no doubt that the 

bad met his death from asphyxiation.
The jury brought in the following ver­

dict: “ That the deceased met his death 
from asphyxiation produced by accidental 
strangulation ; that the efforts of Messrs. 
Jones and McFadden were deserving of 
great praise, and that we strongly recom­
mend that the wharves be properly lighted, 
and that suitable life-saving appliances be 
always available at convenient distances 
along the same.

EXCITING EXPERIENCE.A Lomr Lost Man, Whose Name Was

Turns Up.
The Voyage of the Willie Reed—Among Muti­

neers and Pirates.

Captain John E. Yates, of the ship Wil­
lie Reed, which arrived at New York on the 
10th inst., tells of a dangerous and excit­
ing experience with an ugly and mutinous 
crew at sea, during which several sailors 
were shot. Captain Yates spoke as follows 
of his last trip to India :

“ The Willie Reed left Philadelphia early 
in September, 1891, for Kobo, Japan. I 
found it impossible to get a crew I desired, 
and so had to take what I could get. 
The crew was composed of Norwe­
gians, Germans, Malays and a mixture 
of all nations. Everything worked very 
smoothly for some time. Then the men 
grumbled over the food. I soon found 
my second mate was as big a scoundrel as 
ever trod a deck. He encouraged the men 
in their misdoings. Alfred Paree I consid­
ered to be the ringleader, and I ordered 
him placed in irons. Some of the men who 
were still faithful carried out my order. 
But the men refused to work unless Paree 
was released, which I was compelled to do.

“ When in the Straits of Sunday a 
her of Malay Indians came on board with 
whiskey. The crew got drunk and refused 
to work.

Coal In San Francisco.
J. W. Harrison writes as follows in refer­

ence to the San Francisco coal market : 
44 Although the receipts of Australian coal 
during the past thirty days have been less 
than 8,000 tons, and the total quantity to 
arrive within the next sixty days does not 
exceed 16,000 tons, still the market has met 
with no improvement as far as prices are 
concerned. It is true that there is no 
scarcity of Australian grades here in stock, 
but it is an assured fact that three months 
from now the quantity in the yards will be 
small and certainly less than, our require­
ments will call for. This fact, combined 
with the scarcity of tonnage and the full 
rates demanded, should strengthen values. 
An advance in the prices of our coast pro­
ducts seems to be generally expected. Quo­
tations for steam coals will probably remain 
as they are at present.”
