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PRINCE BISMARUK,
The Iliness of the German Chancellor—A
Reflection on State Affairs.

The July number of the European Mes-
senger, one of the most reputable of Rus-
sian magazines, and one which has generally
written of German affairs in a friendly
and sympathetic tone, contains the follow-
ing interesting reflections on the German
chancellor,

To follow the withered and benumbed
political life of modern Germany takes uns
in*o an atmosphere almost reminding one of
the oppressive alr of an hospital, The
great chancellor has been long ailing, and
his illness is reflected in the domestic state
of the empire, as is jalways the case
with a system of pur Jy personal govern-
ment, It is long since he cat himself adrif:
from the majority of the upper and edu-
cated classes in Germany, withoutcompletely
identifying himself with the mass of the
working people, but 1 evertheless he firmly
clings to his post, without troubling him-

velf about the ever-increasing number of
his foes, He will not let the helm pass
out of his own mnervous hands, and so the
ship of state moves heavily and with effort,
sometimes remaining quite still, and again
swiftly drifting to the rear, Prince Bis.
marck no longer trusts anyone; he relies
upon himself and upon the obsequious ex-
ecutors of his will, as if unconscious that
confidence is no longer reposed in himself,
that his own strength is failing him, that
age is begioning to assert its right, and
that withont strenuous public co-cperation
he is no longer equal to tasks that are ever
becomiog wore complicated. Arouad himself
he has created an artificial solitude; he has
dismissed bis best and most indepen-
dent assistants, and is now left . with
devoted nonentities, He has repulsed all
those who made no secrets of their inde-
pendent opinions and drew his attention to
the possible errors of his ways, He has no
wortby helper, and he has trained no suc-
cessor, Parliament, as the legal expression
of the popular will, he has converted into a
powerless instrument that has no real influ.
ence on actual affairs, The talented men
and the energetic characters have all grad-
ually quitted the ungrateful arena of public
life, ~Prince Bismarck has apparently
achieved his aim; he _has annihilated or
paralyzed all opposition to his personal
policy, but, at the same time, has also par.
alyzed the life which this policy was meant
to serve. While seeking to free himself
from the apparent inconveniences of a pub-
lic opposition, he has evoked against
himself real aversion amosig the most hon-
est elements of public life in Germany, To
escape the necessity of reckoning with the
wishes of the people, he had obstructed the
regular course of legislative business, and
based his own schemes on combinations as
temporary and tottering as they are arbi-
trary., In order to weaken pnrfinmenury
control he has overthrown the only party
on whose help he could have counted, and
which in the first few years after the founda-
tion of the empire rendered him so many
solid services, ~What has the German
chancellor gained, snd what could he
gain, from all this confusion in‘o
which he kad thrown the domestic affairs
of the German people? Preferring
to act upon his own personal convictions,
instead of according to the views and feel-
ings of the whole nation, Prince Bismarck
has thus infringed one of the main condi-
tions of normal political progress, Where
the affairs and interests of many millions
of men are concerned, nothing enduring can
be erected on the basis of the opinions and
impressions q‘one single personality, Even
a great geniu®# changes with time, and is
subject to involuntary illusions and self-
deceptions ; but the nation as -a whole,
obedient to certain well-rooted instincts and
ideals, inherited from generation to gene-
1ion, lives and develops in the course
bi-centuries, The state will receive an
abnormal and barmful direction, if its in-
terests, which concern the future no less
than the present, are subject to the limits
of transitory personal impressions without
- any connection with the mind of the whole
nation, This personal policy is not bearing
i's intended fruits, 7'he affairs of Germany
are passing into the hands of zealous no-
bodies, and are monopolized in the press hy
a crew of flatterers and hypocrites, How
long such an abnormal state of things is to
continue it would be difficult to say. In
present circumstances, that will always de-
pend on the health snl temper of the chan-
cellor, with whow the aged emperor will
bardly part as long as he lives,

SWINDLING BY TELKPHONE,

A New Way of Raising the Wind Nipped
in the Head by an Artute Cashier,
From the New York Times.

There is a new danger in the telephone,

It has generally been supposed that a mes-

sage over the telephouic wires was trust-

worihy and as much to be depended on zs
Lusinegs autograph, That this is not
the case a moment'’s reflection will show,
For further proof lct # single instance be
cited : A few weecks ago an honest-looking
and plain-spoken man asked a New street
firm, whom we will call Sharp & Sharpless,
to open a stock account with him. He re-
presented himself to be in the grocery
trade_in Harlem. He appeared like a
Harlém groceryman, honest, simple and
straightforward, Nevertbeless, he was re-
pulsed, as he was a stranger and without
references. Finally, however, he succeeded
in havipgz Sharp & Sharpless sell for him a
marketable boud., The avails of the sale
were given him in a check on the bank of
(let us say) International Commerce, The
honest groceryman went away with the
check, and,after a weck or two had passed,
reappeared, and with some reasonable ex-
planation, asked that the check be cashed
for him, This was done and the customer
departed, apparently well satisfied,

Haviog established, by various visits, a
temporary understanding with Sharp &
Sharpless, the honest groceryman found no
ditliculty, s few days after the cashing of
his check, in obtaining permiseion from
Sharp & Sharpless to use their telephone to
ioquire of the Pacific Mail Steamship com-
pauy, foot of Canal street, as to the arrival
of a steamer then oue The firm told him
to *“fire away,” which he did, fussing about
for a few minutee, and tien went out and
wisseen no more. At the close of bank
Lours, or thereabou's, a message to Sharp
& Sharpless came over their telephons
from the bauk ¢f Interpatiodal Cown-
merce, asking if a check for $650, issued to
Gotilieb Schneider, No, 10,218, was good
Tue firm reolicd that it wus a forzery and
that Shu'p & Sharpless has issued no such
check I'ne Bank of Interoational Com-
merce repli=d that snch a check had been
presented but not paid, The firm instruc'ed

““How do I know who is at the other end of
the telephone 7” The check was not pmd.
