GABRIEL DUMONT CAPTURED,

Riel's Right Hand Man Taken by the Amer-
fcan Authorities.

RIEL A YEAR AGO,

A Bignificant Interview That a Montana
Journalist Had With Him,

David B. Hall, editor of the Sun River
(Montana) Sun, sends the Chieago Daily
News an article which was published in his
paper June 12, 1834, before there was any
¢hought of treuble in the Canadian North-
west territery. It will be seen that Riel
then claimed to be an American citizen,
and, although he was on his way to Prince
Albert with a delegation of halfbreeds, it
was his intention to return to Montana,
The article is as followa:

“A delegation of fofir halfbreed
from the Saskatchewan country, Northwest
territory, arrived here a few days ago to con-
fer with Louis Rie@!, and if possible prevail
upon him to return to their country with
them, for the purpose of explaining and prov-
ing certain rights promised them by the Cana-
dian government at the time of the confedera-
tion when Riel was at the head of the then
existing provisional government. On Thurs-
day the party again passed through this town
on their way home, and Mr, Riel was with
them. Accompanied by Michael Dumes, one
of.the delegates, Mr. Riel paid the Sun office a
short call, -

“In conversation with the gentlemen we
Jearned that they represent the halfbreed ele-
ment of the Northwest territory, or the un: ur-
veyed portion of it—that is, the peopie who
are living on land that the government has
not. as yet, officially- sur\eyed—and, while
they are not delegated by the white settlers,
they bave their full sympa hy ant good will.
The white emigrant settler has the same
grounds for complaint that the halfbreeds
have. As early as 1865 -halfbreeds and
white settlers located homes on the two
branches of the S-g.atchewsan river and
built homes for themselves. The land had
not been surveyed, but the settlers established
their lires and boundaries satisfactorily
among themselves, subject to a government
survey when such should be made, “ow the
dominion goverriment refus s to recognize or

mnowledge any «f these se'tlers as having
pniy right 3o the land they occupy, and refuse

entlemen

. Yo survey or grant them titles in direct viola-

tion of pledues made to the people of Mani-
toba at the time of the confederation of.the
provinces, which was to be a yprecedent hy
which the same matters should be adjusted in
all the—at that time—unorganiz d territory
west of it as soon as such became neces«s y.

In rushed Dr. Douglas
and roused him with the words, “It's al]
over,” **What,” said Dr. Shrady, ‘Do you
mean to say the man is dead ?” “No,
not dead, but will be in » few minutes.
Nothing can save him.” Dr, Shrady ran
into the room wherethe gemeral was, Dr.
Newman exclaimed, **It is all over, I will
baptize him.” He went quickly into an-
other room, got a silver bowl, ftilled
it with water, dipped his hand
into it and said, ‘I  Dbaptize
you, Ulysses Simpson Grant' in
the name of the Fa her, Son and Holy
Ghost.” The general slowly raised his
head and remarked, *‘I thank you.” Then
turning to his family he raised hia hand
and nuttered the words: “I bless
you allL,” To Dr. Newman he ob-
served, “‘Doctor, I intended to
attend to this myself.” Mean-
while Drs, Shrady and Douglas were
consulting in the corner. The strain was
intense. Dr. Douglas said, ““He will die
sure, he is gone, the pulse has left the
wrist.” Shrady replied, *‘I will give him
brandy.” and injected a syringe in each
arm, The general revived, the pulse re-
turned to the wrist, apd his life was
ssbed, Dr. Newman walked into am ad-
joining room with Dr, Shrady and asked,
¢Doctor, how is he?’ ¢I don’t think he
will die,” said the doctor.” “‘Our prayers
have been arswered,” said Dr. Newman,
“I think it was the brandy,” responded
Dr. Shrady.
