The Light that Dawned on a World Re-
iporter as to Our Electric Methoils,

The electric light has become so common
that few people stop to think where it comes
from.. . All over the. city hundreds of these
bright and shining masterpieces of ‘the 19th
century dot the streets at night. Their
presence is not universally noticed ; their ab-

‘sence is hailed with unmistdkeable signs of

disapproval. This applies to the por-
tion g".i‘oronto’s inhabitants and World’s

To guard against such mishaps 10
ingpectors do nothing else but patrol the city
at night and telephone boxes are at-
tache? to the  electric light poles
by which they ecan communicate with
the works in much the same manner as
the policeman does at the patrol boxes. In
this machine shop the wire is insulated by re-
ceiving two coats of compesition and two
layersof finely woven cotton thread.
