That It Would Be a Mistake to Bring a 
Water Pipe Through the Bay—Whether 
of Wood or Iron Such a Pipe Would 

' Be a Source of DlfBculty and Expense 
-rBe Recommended Taking Our Water 
From Humber Bay,

Editor World: It can scarcely be ques­
tioned that the most important matter now 

• before the City Council and people of To­
ronto is the water supply. Much has been 
said and written on the subject, and it 
seems to be the general opinion that we can 
never be sure of the purity of water coming 
to us in a pipe or pipes across the bay. Not­
withstanding this it appears to be in con? 
templation to continue and extend that 
wretched system which has already proved 
eo costly, and is responsible for so much 
sickness and suffering, and which has 
brought death into so many of our homes.

In view of all this, I think it well to 
bring to your notice a circumstance that oc­
curred in the year 1880, over 12 years ago. 
At that time the question of extending a 
pipe out into the lake was under considera­
tion, and among those who took an interest 
in the matter was the Hon. Frank Smith. 
That gentleman addressed a letter to the 
City Council on the subject of the water 
supply. This letter was read at a 
meeting of the council held on Nov. 
29, 1880, at which Mr. Smith was
present. He spoke in support of the 
scheme he advocated, but the authorities 
did not take to it and went on with that 
now in operation, and which has proved 
to be so miserable a failure.

At Mr, Smith’s request I procured some 
information required by him respecting his 
scheme, and was present at the council 
meeting above referred to, and have 
in jny-possession the original draft of his 
letter. As the information in this letter 
may prove interesting just at present, I 
take the liberty of inserting here arvalmost

THE ESCAPED MUE DEESES.

An Alleged Clue to the Location of Boehi 
And Faille! er.

Greenwich, Conn., April 28.—On Tues­
day afternoon about 5 o’clock two boys, 
Willie Munson and Herbert Orr, 
strolling in the woods near Sound Beach 
looking for wild flowers. They were 
a lonely stretch of road called Latin Rock- 
lane, when they heard the whinnying 
of a horse. They came up to the ani­
mal and found that it was tied to a 
tree, and seemed to have been there a day 
or more. It was a bay mare, and attached 
to a wagon of a peculiar make not often 

in this locality. In the vehicle was a 
bag of feed, a tin dipper, and some blankets. 
They went home ana reported what they 
had seen to their parents.

Mr. Orr went back with his son. He 
looked the animal over and inspected the 
wagon and saw that it did not belong to 
any of his neighbors. He thought at once 
that it might have played its part in the 
escape of the Sing Sing prisoners. He fed 
the horse and left it for the night, think­
ing that some one might come for it and 
thus a clue to its ownership would be obtain­
ed. He returned in the morning and found 
the horse still tied to the tree. He 
fastened it and drove it to his home. He 
reported the facts to Constable Gilbert 
Rich, who advised him to lock the horse, 
wagon and contents in his bam, awaiting 
developments. Those who have seen the 
horse and vehicle say that it does not be­
long about here.

Sing Sing is about 30 miles from Green­
wich, and the idea is general that it was 
used by the Sing Sing escaped prisoners. 
The horse was tied only a short distance 
from the Sound, and the theory is that the 
journey was made with this' horse and 
wagon by a circuitous route to this place; 
that a boat was in readiness, and the 
victs were taken up the Sound.

has decided that Keepers Mnrphy and 
Hulse, Night Sergeant Glyn and Rounds­
man Maher must be dismissed.

PORTABLE DISINFECTING MACHINE.
The Sanitary Commissioners of New York have ordered from Chemnitz, Germany, a 

portable disinfecting apparatus for use in case of cholera. The foregoing cut from The 
New York Times gives some idea of the appearance of one of these machines, 13 of which 
have been in use in Hamburg.

lho cost of the New York machine is $930.
The cylindrical disinfecting apparatus, together with the steam generator and all the 

belongings, is firmly fastened to a strongly-built wagon, which is drawn by two horses. 
Inside there is a movable skeleton work in which the infested articles are placed, and 
which can be easily shoved in and drawn out.

The apparatus is so constructed that, after a thorough disinfection by streams of 
steam, a warming and drying of the articles as well as their ventilation is thoroughly ac­
complished, and the articles are taken out dry and odorless and without being in the least 
damaged by the steam.

The ventilation is so arranged that the vapors that are drawn from the interior most 
pass through the lire of the steam generator and are both consumed.

British Importers Awaiting the Arrival of 
First Cargoes,

London, April 28.—The arrival of the 
shipment of cattle leaving Halifax to-mor­
row is looked forward to by cattlemen 
tbronghont England with a great deal of 
interest, says a Telegram special The 
Board of Agriculture is making special 
arrangements to secure the complete separa­
tion of Canadian from American cattle at 
the different ports of entry. The Board 
intends to employ » number of commis­
sioners to watch Canadian animals until 
they have been slaughtered and their longs 
properly examined.

It is understood that Sir Charles Tapper 
is arranging to have the Canadian Govern­
ment represented by expert veterinary 
authority at the examination of the lungs 
of Canadian animals showing the least sus­
picious symptoms.

The general feeling here is that the 
Board ot Agriculture’s attitude is sympathe- 
tic, and that it is desirous of removing the 
restriction placed upon Canadian animals 
as soon as possible. The more cattle sent 
over during the opening weeks of the sea­
son the sooner the embargo will be removed.
