IRISH TRADES' UNION CONGRESS.

The President Denounces Strikes as Crim-
inal Folly and Urges Arbitration in
Settling Disputes,

BeLrasT, Sept. 5.—At the Trades’ Union
congress in Ulster Hall this morning
Samuel Monroe, the new president, spoke
at length concerning the labor question in
the Ubpited Kingdom. He believed, he
said, that trades unionism was destined to

an honored instrument in freeing Ire-
land from the terrible incubus of religious
bigotry and political intolerance,

e denounced strikes as criminal folly in
all cases where the resources of civilization
had not béen exhausted in sfforts to avoid
the use of such extrefne measures,

He alsé spoke 6f strikes as - the “forlorn
hopes of the working people.” He express-
ed the hope that the. results obtained by
the royal labor commissioners from their
investigations would be arystalized ina
system of concilliation and arbitration
which would make industrial warfare far
more infrequent than it now is.

The Ninth Aunual Meeting Opened in
Montreal Y esterday.

MoNTREAL, Que., Sept. 5—The ninth
annual meeting of the Trades’ Congress was
formally opened this morning at 10 o’clock
at the City Hall. Some 75 delegates, " re-
presenting all parts ot Canada, were pre-
sent. President, Beales, in his address,
stated that the influence of organized work-
ersis no mean facfor in public affairs,
whether federal, provincial or municipal,
The work goes bravely on, despite all diffi-
culties. During the ‘past year the Ontario
Executive have been in_consultation with
the representatives of the various farmers’
organizations of that province.
portance of this movement cannot be over-
estimated. The interasts of the farmer as
relating to the encronshments of mono-
polistic tendencies in the commercial sys-
tem are identical with the artisans of our
cities,

George W. Dower, secretary -treasurer,
presented the following report:

The receipts from per capita have been
$415.34, or $30.78 less than lust vear. The
expenditure was $379.62, or $25.72less than
receipts, which, added to the balance in
hand last year, places the amount of money
now to the credis of the Congress at $90.56.
The above amount represents an eight cent
per capita on 5192 members, while the num-
ber on books is estimated at 6000,

At the last session, 55 organizations were
represented by 77 delegates, and 33 organi-
zations placed themselves in affiliation by
contributing to our funds.

The total receipts for the year amount to

70.18, and'expenditure $379.62, leaving a
balance on hand of $90.56,

The Executive Committee report congra-
tulated the delegates on the progress of the
labor movement, ahd on the enactment of
laws beneficial to wage earners during the
past year by the Domiinion Parliament.

THE GEORGIAN BAY CANAL.

Meeting in Dingman’s Hall Last Evening
in Favor of the Scheme,

About 200 people assembled in Dingman’s
Hall, Queen-stre~t east, last night at an in-
formal meeting held for the purpose of dis-
cussing the proposed Georgian Bay ship
canal and aqueduct. ¢ ¢

Mr. Elgin Schoff occupied the chair, and
on the platform besides him were: Aldermen
Small, Leslie, Stewart and Hewitt, ex-Alder-
men G. 8. Macdonald, E. A, Macdonald and
Allen, Captain Vennell and Messrs, W, F.
Summerhayes, J. A. Oliver, F.R. Powell,
F. 8, Love and Dr. Burgess.

Mr. E. A. Macdonald was the first speaker
and gave a brief outline of the agreement
which the company wish to make with the
city. The agreement ouly asks that the
company be given the franchise to carry ou
their work, and if they have not started
work inside of 25 weeks the franchise can be
rescinded. Mr. Macdonald said the company
was not composed of a few individuals. It
is alarge company of American capitalists,
who will invest a vast amount of money in
the schere. Mr, Macdonald explained that
he was not pusbing this scaeme for the pub-
lic good only. Heisin it for what he can
get himself.  The company employ him as
their agent to push forward the work., - He
called particular attention to the fact that
the city was not asked to put five cents into
the scheme; all that the company asks is that
they be given the :franchise for a limitea
time and they will do the rest. Mr. Mac-
donald closed by announcing that a public
meeting has been called by the Mayor, to be
held in the Pavilion Friday night.

Ald. Leslie said the schetne had not been
given a considerate hearing, and people had
been too hasty in forming opinions on the
subject. The press in particular had been |
too hasty in denouncing tne scheme as a
fake and humbug. He believed in giving
everything a fair hearing. Mr. Leslie par-
ticularly meutioned the fact that at the
meeting beld in the City Hall a short time
ago for considering the scheme, the Mayor
did not attend until he was telephoned that
it was a large and representative meeting,
when he attended and occupied the Bhair for
a short time, and at a subsequent meeting he
did not attend at all, 1

Messrs. Hewitt, Small, Allen, Stewart and
Clark also spoke, but their speeches were for
the most part short and recapitulations of
the arguments already given.

Before the close of the meeting this reso-
lution was moved by Mr. J. C. Clarke and
seconded by W. F. Summerhayes, and was
passed unanimously:

“That this meeting having heard Mr.
E. A. Macdonald and others explain the
proposed Geordian Bay Ship Canal and
Aqueduct proposals and the arguments
advanced for and aguinst the scheme; here-
by expresses its approval of the proposal to
construct a ship canal from the Georgian
Bay to Lake Ontario, at Toronte, for com-
mercial and power purposes, and to prozure
an inexhaustible supply of pure water for
domestic use, and respeftfully urge upon
our representatives in the City Council and
Dominion and Provincial parliaments to
facilitate by every lawful means the pro-
motion of this great undertaking.
