Fruit ter the Old Country.
No further attempt will be made this 

year to send over tender varieties of 
fruit to the Old Country. Mr. Craig, 
horticulturist to the Experimental 
Farm, will, during the winter, make 
arrangements for repeating the ex­
periment next sumemr on a much more 
extensive plan. It ls hoped that cold 
itorage accommodation will be placed 
In many vessels leaving Canadian 
ports, which will thus be enabled to 
carry to the Old Country shipments' 
of Canadian produce of the more per­
ishable kind.
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According to the postoffi 
ttons samples by mall may 
a pound afad a half in weight, provid­
ed they are not of any commercial val­
ue, and that the maximum weight la 
reasonably required for sampling pur­
poses.

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The St Lout» Appeal.

The case of-St. Louis vs. the Queen 
was argued before the Supreme Court 
to-day on appeal from vthe judgment 
of the Exchequer Court in a suit by 
St. Louis for an alleged balance due 
for building the bridge over the La- 
chine Canal. The Crown In Its answer 
to the petition of right alleges fraud 
against the suppliant in charging for 
more time and material than the work 
called for, and In putting on the pay 
rolls names of men pever employed. 
At the hearing the petition was dis­
missed and the Court held that ow­
ing to the suppliant having burned his 
books, by which the Crown coulât not 
obtain the necessary evidence to "prove 
its defence, every presumption should 
be made against the suppliant.

Montreal, Oct. 11.—There is open ex­
ultation In the ranks of the French 
Rouges over the fact 
Tarte has proved himself sufficiently 
strong in the confidence of his leader 
to force, as they term it, an Invita­
tion from the Ontario leaders to the 
member for L’lslet to deliver public 
addresses In the premier province of 
tre Dominion. L’Electeur, the organ 
at Mr. Pacaud, Mr. Tarte’e old friend 
In the Bale,des Chaleurs and other 
scandals, publicly rejoices at Mr. 
Tarte’s victory over his scrupulous 
Ontario allies.

Since Mayor Kennedy’s return he 
has not left his home, but, neverthe­
less, he has been pickling a rod all 
the while for some Individual whose 
indiscretion In making known a legal 
opinion he alleges prejudiced the city’s 
case In securing a setlement of the 
Paulin, Sorley & Martin bond sutto 
There are some who suggest that ma­
lice as well as indiscretion was at the 
foot of the matter. At the next meet­
ing of the Council squalls may be ex­
pected.

City Treasurer Coady arrived In the 
city from England on the 12.16 train 
yesterday, carrying with him a bundle 
of walking sticks for his friends.

Mr. Coady has bem engaged since his 
departure in legal difficulties with 
Messrs. Paulin, Sorley & Martin, over 
the city bond dispute. He stated that 
the suit which the Scotch firm had 
brought against the city had been 
postponed and would be heard In Ed­
inburgh. _

The most Important utterance 
made, however, was that an alleged 
despatch from London, Eng., publish­
ed In The Mall and Empire of Aug. 
21, giving the opinion of the Hon. Ed­
ward Blake on the case, bad angered 
Mayor Kennedy much and Injured the , 
city’s case in London. * *

A lettA from Messrs. Freshfleld & 
Williams, the London solicitors of tjie 
city of Toronto, was received in Mr. 
Fullerton’s office on Aug. 20. It en­
closed Mr. Blake’s opinion. On Wed­
nesday, Aug. 21, a despatch, headed 
“Toronto Bonds,’’ appeared' on the 
front page of The Mail and Empire, 
which included the opinion of Mr. 
Alexander Asher, Q.C., which had also 
been sent to the city solicitor’s office 
and the following paragraph as to Mr. 
Blake :

“Mr. Edward Blake, Q.C., M.P., has 
also been consulted. In hie opinion the 
fact that the city did not avail Itself 
of permissive legislation to pass a by­
law to Issue 4 per cent», does not con­
stitute a ground of action; and In the 
absence of any byelaw the city ls not 
responsible. In his opinion, however, 
the moral aspect of the question, apart 
from the strictly legal and technical, 
does not place the city of Toronto In 
a favorable light, and that it has an 
urtfortunate appearance that the au­
thorities should have availed themsel­
ves of the want of the corporate seal 
to a resolution which would otherwise 
have been legally binding.”

This opinion is known to have been 
cabled back to England by some agent 
of Paulin, Sorley & Martin in Toron­
to, and its publication. It is said, did 
the city’s case much injury.
