Since the appreciation of the Cana­
dian dollar on the American money mar-

In London at the present time there 
appeals to Vie as much American money 
in circulation in small bills and silver 
as there Is Canadian. In fact, to a 
newly-arrived foreigner, American 
money would as like as not be picked 
upon as the currency of' the country.

One reason for the fact that there is 
so much American money In evidence 
is no doubt due to the fact that, with 
the depreciation of the American dollar 
in Canada, everyone is desirous of pass­
ing it on at the first oi^iortunity.

So great has been the influx of Amer­
ican money which a few months ago 
was a rarity that many persons nrt] 
now refusing to accept the t . S. bills 
which are passed out to them as change, 
and in a good many business estab­
lishments if will only be accepted at a 
discount. This was made necessary 
by the fact that the banks were dis­
counting it.

Ameriean markets, even American sil­
ver was almost unseen in London. Now 
one receives in change almost as mucti 
American silver as Canada.

No speciiic information is, how­
ever, available about the commence­
ment of the tire, though professors and 
students connected with the institution, 
which is Roman Catholic in its govern­
ment and character, appear firmly con­
vinced a religious fanatic is responsible.

The act under which the excise | 
stamps were issued provides for the use 
of postage stamps for the purpose, but 
only in places where the regular excise 
stamps cannot be obtained. However, 
officials accept the postage stamp in 
payment of this tax and In consequence 
a large number of business men use 
them for this purpose.

Receipts from the 
sale of excise stamps go specifically to 
the reduction of the Canadian war debt 
and if the amounts taken in from this 
source are not sufficient for the pur­
pose, why, the natural answer is that 
the people will he taxed in another way. 
Consequently th- purchase of excise 
stamps for use on checks Is not only 
patrioti'*, out good business and if busi­
ness men generally recognized that, 
there would be a still gzeater demand 
for them."
