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THE COURT.

A term of the Supreme Court in any |
of the rural districts, is sure to cause a
ripple on the monotonous surface of|
every day life. Then the Court House |
is the centre of attraction, where a
jostling crowd, fired with expectancy,
are gathered, like a bee hive in swarm-
ing time. Some of these are officers of
the Court, lawyers, jurors, or suitors.
But the larger number of those con-
vened are drawn thither by mere curi-
osity, or by feelings of sympathy with
either the plaintiff or defendant in
some exciting trial that is pending.
Some present are veteran frequenters,
or haunters, of the Court House at every
term, from year to year. Thesg assume
to be familiar with all the forms and
usages of the Court, and to be pro-
foundly versed in principles of law.
They prate glibly of matters in adjudi-
cation, using legal phrases and techni-
calities, which they awkwardly mispro-
nounce, and the meaning of which
they do not understand. They wink,
and and their over-wise
heads at everything uttered on the
Bench, at the Bar, or on the witness
stand. They would bhave it thought
that they can see as far into the mill
stone of a knotty legal question as the
Judge himself. With confidence, they
predict the result of every suit, before
a witness has uttered a word; and
upon the announcement of a verdict,
with an air of triumph, they exclaim:
“I said from the first what it would
be.” These very knowing ones
(though in the estimation of others
they are ignoramuses) have a monoma-
nia for pretending to know all and
everything belonging or in any wise
appertaining to what transpires in the
Court House.

But most of the spectators rush to|
the Court House, as they do to the
launching of a ship or a horse race.
They love to be where there is a crow(l,{
because they have a morbid hankering |
for conventional excitement. Solitude
to them is utter misery.  All of them,
however, are ready t3 remarK on every
thing they hear and see. They criti
cize freely everybody, whose voice is
heard in the Court House, from the
Judge down to the crier. The merits
of the lawyers are scanned in every
phase of wordy elaboration. The gray-
beards of the fraternity have been so
long known, and their professional
standing so fixedly established, that
little is said concerning them; but
young lawyers are regarded as ohjects
of special interest.  On Thursday last,
when Mr. Roscoe, with much animation
and outflowing eloquence, addressed a
jury, there was quite a sensation caused
among the open-eared spectators.
Says one: “I knew he was a smart
fellow—1I could see it in his eye.” Said
another: *“He is a most promising
yourg man.”’ Remarks like these
circulated through the admiring crowd.

It may be said that the amount of
litigation in a community is a fair
criterion to judge of the people’s
morals. This rule may not always
apply. The best of men may be forced
into Court ; but discreet, honest, right
minded tolks, if possible, eschew a law-
suit, as they would a pestilence or any
other dreaded calamity. The present
large docket mostly made up of a
list of causes that has been accumulat
ing for years, and continued from term
to term. We are pleased to learn that
all, with one exception, are to be final
ly disposed of before the term shall
close.
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We are further pleased to know that
the sitting Judge has expressed a de-
termination to prevent, as much as
possible, unnecessary prolixity in the
use of the lawyers' voluble tongues,
and get through, at each day’s sitting,
as much business as can well be ac-
complished.

While much litigation does not speak
well as respects popular virtue; but
till the millennial era shall dawn upon
our wicked world, there will be a ne-
cessity for Jurisprudence. And while
Courts of Justice cannot be'dispensed
with, it is important that they should
be rendered available; and law be
faithfully and efficiently administered.

Hitherto the Supreme Court in Nova
Scotia has won for itself a reputation
which it has long majntained, and

" which is mainly attributable to the
jurists who have presided over it.

On Thursday last, two persons were
arraigned on an indictment for robber-
ies. Both pleaded ¥ guilty,” and were
actordingly sentenced to to two years
in the penitentiary. The elder, Green-
low, appeared to be only about twenty
years of age: The other, Urowell, was
three or four years younger. “As we
saw them taken from the dock, we
could not but reflect upon the probable
future of these youngsters, scarcely of
adult age.

punishing criminals of*a certain class

could be adopted than being locked up |
in the penitentiary—some punishment
more ready, more awing, more felt,
more to be dreaded, more lastingly im,
pressive, and more etfectaal in putting

down crime. The Penitentiary is often
regarded more as a retreat from want
and a relief from care rather than a
dreaded retribution for crime. We
suggest the whipping-post as a substi-
tute for the penitentiary. The example
of the last applied, would be whole

somely effective in lessening the preva-
lence of larceny. A cheap tribunal
might be created, consisting of two or
three competent magistrates for the
summary trial of thieves. - With little
expense they might be tried, and if
convicted, be adequately punished with

the lash. Every day, almost, in the
City of Halifax, thieves are tried by the
Stipendiary Magistrate, and when
proved guilty, they are sent to the
Rockhead prison, and aftera few weeks

they are let loose, unreformed, to re-
commence their former course
thievery.. Two or three whippings
would do more to discourage crime
than two or three years in prison.
These are our views as respects dealing
with thieves.

The steamer Empress now plies
three times a week between St. John
and Digby,but the News argues that this
is not enough,there should be a trip and |
return daily. St. John is interested in
this scheme. Digby, Annapolis and
other ports on the eastern side of the
Bay, are interested in it, and so are|
many of the inland towns and villages
in the western section of Nova Scotia.
This scheme, no doubt, would encou-
rage travel between the people of the
two Provinces, and develope a trade
that is very important, and should be
fostered by all possible means.

SUPREME COURT.

The Supreme Court opened at
Bridgetown, Tuesday, the l13th day of
June, inst. The first cause called was
that of Bent vs. Munroe, an action of
trespass brought by the Plaintiff to
recover damages for alleged trespass
to property in Clarence. The case
turned on an alleged conventional line,
and the Jury, after a short absence,
returned a verdict for the Plaintiff—
damages, ten dollars—Parker and
Harrington for Plaintift—Ruggles, Q.
C., and Weeks, Q. C., for Defendant. A
rule to set aside the verdict will be
taken.

The next case was that of Gavaza
against Neily—assumpsit on two prom
missory notes—one for $400 and the
other for $200. On motion the Judge
refused to admit the first note in evi-
dence because of an interlineation
apparent on the face of the note, and
unexplained—and the Jury found a
verdict for the Defdts. in respect of the
other note.—Ruggles, Q. C., Weeks, Q.
C. and Roscoe, for Defdts. Harrington,
Chesley, Q. C. and Owen, for PItft.

Chute vs. Chute was then called—
This was an action on an award.—The
Jury found a verdict for the Defdt. A
rule to set aside the verdict has been
applied for.—Weeks, Q. C., Parker and
Roscoe, for Pltff.—Ruggles, Mills and
Roscoe for Defdts.

The Court adjourned from Friday
evening until Monday at two o’clock.
On resuming the cause, Gray et al, vs.
Chandler, and action of ejectment was
taken up. The Plaintiffs having prov-
ed their case, Weeks, Q. C.suggested
that as the defence relied on was pay-
ment of the mortgage on which the
Pitff.’s title rested—it should be refer-
red to an arbitrator to determine
whether any and what sum was due,
a verdict to be entered for Pltffs. if any
sum be due—PItffs. to become nonsuit
if there was nothing due. This was
agreed to and the cause was referred.
Ruggles, Q. C., Wade, Q. C., and Cow-
ling, Q. C., for PItff. Harrington and
Mills for Defdt.

Chesley vs. Jones was then taken up,
at the close of PItff.'s case a motion for
nonsuit was made on the ground of
variance which prevailed, but the Pitffs.
obtained leave to amend their declara-
tion. PItff. got leave to amend upon
payment . of costs of the term. Ruggles,
Q. C., Weeks, Q. C., and - E. Ruggles,
for Defdts. Chesley, Q. C., and Har.
rington, for PIf.

McCormick vs. Dennison was then
taken up and is still on. This is an
action for trespass to test a right of way.

and the only well of water on the pre-
mises being so close to that building as
to be surrounded by flames, and there-
fore unapprochable, it was impossible
to save the dwelling, which was attach-
ed to the workshop.
