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Notes on Annapolis History.

My two former notes had reference chief-
ly to the conversion of the Micmac tribe
of Indians, and were intended to revive
the memory of some of the chief actors in
that noble work. Just one hundred years
bad elapsed from the time of the baptism
of these first converts, from Paganism to
Christianity, to the time of the  conguest
of Acadin, by the English, from their
French rivalg for dominion in the New
World. In that interval the aborigines
bad been won as a unit to Christ. The
Christian faith had triumphed ; and the
ceremonials of the Latin Church bad
entirely superseded the pagan practices of
the lony and unknown past of the Red
men, who as Christians, very naturally,
became the firm friends and allies of their

/" French instructers,and of the French peo-

ple in Acadia. It was in this state of
affairs that the Puritan soldiery of the old
province of Massachusetts bav, and neigh-
boring colonies, with Francis Nicholson as
their leader, made the final capture of
Port Royal. The attachment of the
Indians to the French Crown and interest
bad been made very visible to the English
colonists, for nearly a quarter of a century
before the conquest. They had acted as
spies upon every movement of every
expedition which had, at various times,
been fitted out for an attack on Port Royal,
and in a hundred other ways disp ayed
their enmity. It seems to us, therefore, a
surprising thing that these facts had not
impressed themselves more deeply upon
the minds of the conquerors. Their almost
heroic condnét in the defence of the town
and country, during the three preceding
assaults upon them, should have made it
fully apparent to them, that .they wounld
be the subjects of their ti 1 animosty
and aversion, as long as a Frenchman ree
maized in the Acadian peniosala. It
therefore would have been good policy to
bave removed the habitans from the
country, under the provisions of the Treaty
of Surrender, as soon as possible after that
event occurred ; for the forty-five years
which were allowed to pass away before
final action was taken for their removal,
were years 80 pregnant with fear and un-
certainty, that no progress could be made
in the settlement of the province, outside
the range of the fort guns. Such a course
would have also avoided the most distress-
ing page in our history,and would not
have rctarded the peopling ot the country
by half a century

The religion of the new comers was
very different from that existing amonu
the French and Indians. The latter were
soon tauvrht that the practices and beliefs
of the conquerors were alike dangerous,
and if adopted by them, wonld lead te
their eternal des ruction. They were told
that no mercy remained for those who em-
braced beresy, and that no mercy was to
be shown toward heretics. Coupled with
these teachings, the priests, who officiated
among the habitans during the period
under review, became for the most part
political partizans ; and whencver occasion
offered, which was constantly, they used
all their power to secure the allegiance of
tiie Micmacs to the crown of France, and
to impress their minds with fear of the
Euglist, and hatred toward them. The
Council at Annapolis determined not to
permit the Bishop of Quebec to send
priests to Acadia, without their consent
first beinyg obtained ; but this method like
all othe:s which were. from time to time,
adopted, failed to henl the evil, or even to
abate it. Among the priests at this period,
there were & few exceptions to the general
rule. Thes» men were wise enough to
foresee that, at length, the English would
be compelled, as a matter of prudence, to
place a ban upon their coming into the
country, in which.case the poor inhabi-
tants would be left without spiritual guides
or ministrations, and therefore, they re-
solved to avoid politics, and be content to
exercise their ecclesiastical functions only.
These were true friends to the unhappy
Acadians ; those were their worst enemies
While affairs, religious and civil, were in
the coudition described, it will not be
amiss to take a glimp+e at the New Eng
landers who formed the little garrison, in
Annapolis. These men were of several
sects, but were chiefly of the State Church
of Massachusetts — Congregationalists,
They were provided at times witha Chap-
lain who, on Sundays, preached sermons
to them of the most orthodox character,
and probably of interminable length, as
was then the universal custom. As bat
few of the French understood the English
it is not probable they paid much attention
to the religious sentiments of their rulers,
but continued to abhor them without
knowing any thing concerning them
After the formation of the 40th regiment,
from the several independent New Eng-
land Companies then in Annapolis, and its
adoption into the line regiment of Great
Britain, and officers began to be sent trom
that country to fill vacancies us they
occurred, & Chaplain was appointed, who
belonzed to the National; Church, and
thenceforward worship was conducted ac-
cording to the formularies gf that ‘ehurch
Queen Anne, shortly after the conquest,
granted a glebe on which a church was
soon afterwards built. In this church the
garrison, or such individuals of it asdesir-

ed, together with many of the -civilienas

who for trading or other purposes, had
come hither, worshipped from year to
year, whenever the regrment was supplied
with a Chaplain. This church and giebe
was sitnated to the north-east of the exist-
ing railway station, a part of which con
stitutes a portion of the railway. grounds.
This glebe was built upon very soon after
the irsue of the grant and thie Liouses were

)renmlwmmlhu then residing in the

town.

Outside the village and fort all were
Catholic,—inside, a portien only, was pro-
testant ; and so matters remained until
1760, when some eighty families of xettlers
arrived from the old ¢olonies, chiefly from
Massachu-etts, who were gither orthodox
Congregationalizts or Newlights. The
Jatter were & schi-matical offshoot from
the former, to whom the npme was given
beeanse they professad to have obtained «
new light or view of the Seriptarcs, throngh
the influence of the Diviue Spirit.  ltdoes
not appear, however, that these people
broug ' t & minixt-r with thom, though they
bad among them  join rs, blacksmitis,
shornmkers and other mechauics I think
it wax not till arter (he passage of & grant
of lands for the bencfit of the first ~ettied
dissenting Pastor, 1785, that one was found
willing to minister to their xpiritual necex-
gities, Thi« was the reverand Agarelah
Morxe¢, of Massachusetts. He was related
to Abner and Samue! Morse—the ancestors
of all ti.e¢ prople in the County who bear
that name, but what was the exact degree
of conspiguinity -xisting between them 1
bave not ascertained  The congregation-
plists of Granville erected a plice of wor-
ship shortly after his arrival here in which
they worshipped while he remained with
thpm as their minister which was for no
Jooger & tin:c than was necessary to find a
purchasér for the “ ministerial lor,” of
which hie had taken possession immediate-
ly on his ocoming hither. Having at
length sold it and received the money for
it, be soon after returned whence he came,
and was heard of here no more.

About the .8ame time that Mr. Morse
began his Iabors in Granville, the Society
for the Propagation of the Gospel sent a
missionary ot the Church of Eangland to
the town of Annapolis, with that town-
ship and its sister, Granville, as a Parish.
This was the reverend Thomad® Wood, a
gentleman of Scoteh birth, who officiated
in the church at Annapolis "and in Gran-
ville, for a conriderable number of yenrs.
The building erected for the uge of Morse
was purchased by Mr. Wood and made a
Chapel of Ease within his mirsion,

A tew words about this gentleman may
prove interesting to your readers, though
they may not directly refer to his religions
influence and conduct. He was the first
Vicar of 8t. Paul’s Church, Halifax, before
he received his appointment to the mission
in this county, and seems to have been of
a very active temperament and possessed
of great capacity for labor. He was marri.
ed, and' had ‘several dau:hters, one of
whom,—Jan«,— became the wife of Leut.

William Shaw,an English officer stationed |

at Annapolis. Her husband, on his mar-~
riag @ retired from the army, and was two
or three times elected M. P P for the County,
to,the House of Assembly; he was made
fient.-col. in the County Militia, and took
& leading part in providing for the defence

of the County, doring the attempt of the
| rebels, over the border, in 1776, to detach
{this province from its allegiance, and to
| cause it to cast in its lot with the fortunes
of those in yevolt, This gentleman was
afterward appoioted to be the first Sherift
of the County of Halifax, a position which
he held tor little more than two years. By
his wife he had five children who accom-
paniced their parents to England. where
they lived and died. In my next I shall
notice other members of his family.

The Voice of the People.
(To the Editor of the Bridgetown Monitor.)
Sr,—

In roference to the paragraph alluded to
by you in your issue of the 11th inst., pub-
lished by ¢ A Digby Wgman’' in the
Halifax Heraid of the 19th ult,, I beg to
say : The rate payers of Annapolis County
have invested $2,500 in a farm, $5,500 in
buildings, watertanks, waterclosets and
furniture, a total of $8,000 for the better
care and maintenance of our poor.

I may say here that my sympathies are
with those who are so nobly striving to
redress the wrongs of that unfortunate
class, which, the Good Book says, we shall
always have with us; ** And having bad
seven years’ experience as overseer of the
poor, I think my opinion may throw some
light on the system of farming out tbe
poor, which, I contend, is no better than
putting them uvp at public auction; for it
amounts 'to this, one man agrees to keep
all the poor in this district for so many
dollars. Now, what is bis object, but to
make ali the money he can out of the
transaction, for, as a general rule, those
that take the poor are very poor them-
selves, and the amount that is intended
for the support of one pauper has to feed
three and in some instances five persons.
We never could get over these difficulties ;
no matter how good an indemnifier, he
could not take all the paupers to his own
home, nor could he get them taken by
those that could keep them comfortably;
and I presunie it is the same in all other
Counties, and while the rate payers of this
County were paying nearly scven thousand
dollurs a year for the support of our poor,
and the evils were becoming so glaring,
the Council felt it their duty to build a
poor house. As ‘*A Dighy Woman '’ has
gone out of her way to cast r:flections on
our poor house to help her sustain a bad
case, I must crave your indulgence te
reply to her. It is rather annoying to
have gross libels put i1n print and -sent
broad cast where ever a paper so extenxive-
ly circulated as the Halifax Herald
reaches, that ‘¢ the coloured paupers have
been buried without any coffius,’’ and that
‘¢ there are many complaints of scarcity of
food among the inmates, both white and
black.” I now challenge her to prove that
there ever was a pauper buried without a
coffin, that there is or bas been any
scarcity of food, We employ an under-
taker to bury all of our poor that die at
the Alms House, both white and colored,
and if they have any choice of a clergy-
man it is complied with if possible. Fur-
ther, they have preaching every fourth
Sabbath, and several Christian people of
the different denominatiohs visit them
every Sabbath afternoon, read and pray
with them, distribute books, papers, tracts,
&c. Has “ A Digby Woman” done as
much for her poor, or, how many sermons
do they hear in a year? In reference to a
scarcity of food, I will now add our
bill of fare :—

For breakfast, oatmeal porridge with
molasses, bread and tea. Monday dinner,
fresh berf soup with vegetables, bread and
water ; Tuesday diuner, herring or mack-
erel, with bread and tea ; Wednesday din-
ner, bread butter and tea ; Thursday din-
ner, boiled meat with vegetables, bread
and water; Friday dinuver, dried codfish
or pollock, with fried pork, bread and
water ; Saturday dinner, beans or peas
with vegetables, bread and tes ; Sunday,
tea dinner, bread, butter ard gingerbread.
These are their dinners through the winter,
in summer seascn they get fresh fish,
green vegetables, &c. For supper, bread
and tea with molasses, except on Wednes-
day and Sunday night, when they all get
butter. The aged and infirm always get
bread, butter and tea, three times a day,
and the sick whatever the doctor orders,
The committee have always made it a rule
to enquire of the iumates if they get
enough to eat. Theirreply is “ we have
nothing to complain of here, plenty to
eat and well cooked.”

I find on looking over our accounts for
the year ending 1883, the average number
in the Alms House was 45. And the
amount of food consnmed as follows :—

Beef, 3099 1bs.; 8 barrels No.1 mess
pork, at $22 00 per bbl.; 63 bbis, flour,
Howlands ‘ A.”; 8 bbls. catmeal ; 300
zals. molasses ; 200 Ibs. sugar; 2 chests
tea, 65 lbs each; milk and butter from
four good cows ; and all the apples they
require, both green and dried.

I would now ask ‘* A Diecby Woman,”
if she thinks it possible for the paupers to
fare as well under fhe farming out system ?

A word or two in reply to Mr. Gidoey,
aod I am done. He says he will never
conselt-to-have the poor of Sandy Cove
torn from their bomes to be imprisoned in
a poor house. Iam pleased to know that
some of our Couucillors took more liberal
views, or, we should not have had a poor
house to-day, as we had at lcast two Counn
cillors representing two poor districts
whose poor were ns well provideid for as
Mlr. Gidoey’s, and who were opposed to a
poor bouse, but when it was shown that a
large majority in the County were not. and
could not be as well cared for, thev rose
above sectional jealousy and voted for a
poo: house. Mr. Gidney seems to write
as though his duties as Councillor went no
further than Sandy Cove, when he should
look atter the interests of the whole County,
a8 I understand the duties he has ussumed,
it is to be hoped the majurity of the Coun-
cillors view the r County »ftairs in a dif-
ferent light, tor if each Councillor looks
ouly to the present interest of his own
district I foar the interext of the County
will soon be in a bad state, which can only
be remedied by Lo gislation, I think Couu-
cillor Gidncy will wev i¢ in “that light
alter wature delibepation

The nature and
character of the food are subjected to my
inspection, and I certify that the same are
wholesome, and that the residents at the
Alms House are supplied with & good apd
sufficicnt quantity of wholesome dict, and
have been since the insgguration of the
present system of mainfenance for the
poor, up to the present time. I am per-
sonnlly acquainted with both Mr, and Mrs.
Ciark, keeper and matron of the Alms
House, and personally know that the in-
mates of said institution are well cared
for in every respect by them. The sani-
tary condition of the Alms House is espec-
ially looked after, and from my own know-
ledge I state that the cleanliness of rooms
and proper ventilation could not be better
observed.

A TRAITOR'S ARREST.

ALRXANDRIA, March 15.—Zebebr Pasba,
whom General Gordon so trusted and
tobe wade governor of Khartoum, has
been arrested ou a charge of being impli-
catec in atreasonable conspiracy against
the anthority of the Khedive, His resi-
dence was searched immediately after his
arrest and in it were found many docu-
ments proving that Zebehr Pasha was in
secret league with Ei Mahdi, The pris-
oner has been placed in confinement
aboard a British frigate, Zebehr Pasha
will be exiled to the island of Cyprus.
He has been under surveilance which
practically made him a prisioner for the
past two years, His wealth, mainly ac-
quired in the slave tiade, was coofiscated
anc he was allowed a quarterly stipend on
conditiou that he should not leave Alex-
andria without the consent of the Khedive,
General  Gordon pleaded that Zcebehr
should be restored to power in the Soudan,
and snid that the ex-siave king was  the
only was who had enough nerve and pres-
tige to keep the Arabs in subjection.
General Gordon had encountered Zebehr
during his former service in Egypt, and
had incidentally hanged one of Zebebr's
sone, who had left as a hostage, and whose
life had become forfeited by an act of
treachery on Zebehr's part. When Gen-
eral Gordon was sent te Khartoum last
year hott  he and Zebehr Pasha seemed to
have agreed to ignore the past, and it was
another of Zebehr's sons who escorted
General Gourdon across the desert from
Korogo to Abu Hamed. Without this
escort it is certain ihat Geneial Gordon
would never have got to Khartoum. Now
it has >een discovered that Zebehr Pasha
has bern in continual correspondence with
El Mahdi both before and since the cap-
ture of Khartoum and the killing of Gor-
don. Several other persons are about to
be arrested including some prominent no-
tables,

The documents found in the house of
Zebehr Pasha after his arrest led to a
thorough search of the domiciles his
sons. The result was the arrest of tlie
eldest surviving son of Zebehr and the
conditional detention of two others,

Theapple i» our staple fruit in western
New York, and after three years of failore
of the crop the prives have bren somewbat
discouraging. It must b+ said, howeyer,
that a large portion of our apple crop was
not up to the uxual standard of excellence,
very much not fit to go into market as
first class fruit, The main cause of this
was that the trees were heavily loaded and
poorly fed. We have good orchardists in
western New York, and many of them, but
I must say, and I say it from actoal obs
servation, that a large number of our or-
chardxare in a very low state of cultiva-
tion neither creditable wnor profitable to
the owners.

Without attempting any details of or-
chard culture, I wonld say that to make
orchards productive and profitable, the fer-
tility of the soil must bhe maintained by
the use of suitable fertilizers, so that the
trees will make a vigorous annnal growth,
Judicions pruniug must be wiven, and in-
~ect enemies kept in subjection, Then
when the fruits are grown and well grown,
they must have proper care in gathering,
assorting, packing and marketiog.  All
these require skill and watchfnlness at
every step.  Orcharding, even in our fav-
orcd section cannot be made profitable
without thoroughness in every detail
The best m-thod of preventing the rav-
ages of the codlin moth is still a matter of
anxious inguiry and experiment, The
«fficacy of Paris green and other poisons,
a» well ax the propriety of using them, are
still open questions, and can only be an-
swered satisfactorily by careful experiment.
Thus far I think experience favors the
use of Pari« green, when used with judg-
ment and care—Address by P, Barry, n
Viek's Magazine for March.

The State of Trade.

The volume of trade has not increased
during the weck but an increase was lard-

The
most unfavorable featuvre at present in,
however, the continued vlowness of pay
wents. Renewals are becoming more and
more frequent, and unlvss some change
occurs, acute tronble is apprehended, and
that at no very distant date. Wholesale
denlers, however, appear 1o be confident in
the prospects of a fai+ business this sum-
mer and in the ensuing autumn as im-
ports are increasing. It is sais that orders
for fall goods will, however, be very re.
stricted. A good deal with regard to the
futyre depengs upon the question of whe.
ther a great Enropean war will ogcur,
Were Rosxian ports to become blockaded,
there would be a greater demand for
American wheat at high«r pricvs, andas a
considerable gnantity of wheat is still in
the hands of farmers, a fair amount of
mouey would ¢o into immediate circula-
tion.— Montreal Witness, March 12th,

The Canada Pacific's Scheme.

The Government papers annouace that
the Canada Pacific Cempany asks the Do~
minion gevernment to relinguish its  lien
for $30,000,000. This baving heen dane,
the compeny will ixsue 5,730 preference
Sonds to the extent of thirty million dol-
lars, upon the unencumbered road. The
company will then haud $15,000,000 of
these bonds to the Governmeut, together
with 7,500,000 acres ot land, valned at
two dollars per acre, in consideration of
its surrender of the maorta:e af $30,000,

remaining will be disposcd of by the com-
paay, the proceeds being applicd, not to
completion and equipment, but to enable
the compauy to pay off its flonting debt.
