Courses of Sermons.

* A clergyman was telling us the other
day that on the Sunday evenings during
the present holiday scason he had been
ttying the experiment of a course of
setmons on subjects which seem to be
of popular interest at the moment.
The result was that his congregation
had nearly doubled itself. Doubtless
this was fargely due to theability of
the preacher, but he himself very much
attibuted it to the fact of his sermons
being in the nature of a course, 2 more
or less continuous and connected treat-
ment of certain matters familiar and
interesting to otdinary persons. It is
probable there is much truth in this
view. We are sometimes told that the
time for sermons is a good deal past,
and that, now that people can and do
read sa much for themselves, the attrac-
tion of the pulpit is on the wane, We
do not in the least believe this; we
believe, on the contrary, that it might
with much greater reasonableness be
urged that the spread of education bas
increased men's interest in sermons,
even if it makes them somewhat more
exacting and critical ; and a course of
secrmons stimulates and retains this in-
terest, and meets the demand of this
growing power of appreciation. Un.
questionably it puts a severe tax on the
preacher, and thers are many excellent
clergymen not by nature fitted to
attempt such a mcthod of preaching.
On the other hand, where a man is
fitted there is a great opening for in.
creased uscfulness, if only he will take
the necessary pains, and be on his
guard to avoid the perhaps inevitable
temptation to become merely smart and
showy.—Church Bells.
