Third. party Worker« in Council--Men and

mwomen):i‘o!lt!r!ans—lin_ll_\lng Jtulthe

- Fight forJod. and lome zand —
Countiy —& Wonderful
Meeting.

There has probably nover been held
A meeting <naractorized by more en.
thusiasm and determination, than was
tho great gathering of the Prohibition
Party at Indinnapolia on May .ioth
last.  Our readers aro already familinr
with the salicnt points in the history
of this groat moveruont. Thoe growth
of independent political prohibition
sentiment in tho UUnited States for the
past four years has been phenomenal,
and at the rate at whick the Third
Party is progressing, the time cannot
bo distant wihien it will bo not wmerely
influential but dominant.

Preliminary to the National meet-
ing there was a couference of the
Inter-Colleginte Temperance Associa-
tion. On Tuesday, 20tk, college boye
from all over the United States, pre.
sided over by Walter Thos. Mills, held
an enthusiastic meeting.  Abour four
hundred ropresentatives were present ;
althougli the attendance during the
aftarnoon in the hall was said to reach
fifteen hundred. ‘Thirty.nine colleges
in thirteen 8*ates had separate repre-
sentatives. A grand oratorical contest
resalted in the awarding of a §25 prize
to W, P. McCarthy for an ablo address
on “ Our Political Right to Be.”

On Wodnosday, May Juth, the great
Convention wascalled to order at 10:30
a.m., by Profossor 8. Dickie, Chairman
of the National Executive Committee,
who called to the platforin the gentle-
men who had carried the banners of
ths Prohibition Party in provious
Presidential campaigns  As one after
another of these veterans camo to the
front, they were greeted with tumul-

tuons cheers. Rev. Sam Swmall led |

the mosting in prayer, and Profcssor
Dickio announced that Mr. I A, De-
lano would bo tewmporary chairman.
After routino exorcises the meeting
was ndjourned till the afterncon, when
the Credeatial Committeo reported that
represcntatives wern on hand from all
but throe States. The commttee on
Permanent Organization also brought
in & report.
ItoN. J, P, Y. JORN

was made President. Rev, Sam Small,
Becretary, and J. B. Cranfill, Assistant-
Secrotary. As the veteran leader in
the last fight atepped to his place, the
groat hall shook with tremendous ap-
plause,

The Convention presented a scene
never to bs forgotten. Now flags
about the stage and arches, A great
banner boro tho mottoes: “ No North,
No South 1 No Distinction in Politics ;
No Sex in Citizenship.” Streamers
and mottoes were overywhere, Some
of the delegations carried banners, and
there wers present many laay delegates,
headed by Miss Williard, lending fur-
ther interest to the occasion.

After arganizing, it Leing Memorial
Day, the Convention was adjourned
till Thursday, a great mass meeting
being held in thoe evening to commem-
orate the honoring of the soldiers’
graves,

RAISING MONEY

When the second day'’s procecdings
began, an appeal was made for funds
for the approaching contest. The Fi.
nance Commniittee recommended an jm-
mense voluntary subscription, and Dr.
J. G. Feans appealed on bebalf of the
report 1o tho Convention. Things be-
gan to get hot.  Mr. B. F. Sturtevant,
of Boston, pledged himself to contribute
£10G0. R. H. McDonuld, of San
Francisco, followed with the same
amount, rs did also J. V, HobLe, J, P.
Johnson, W, Jennings Demor~at and
J. Q. Warren. Mr. A, W. Wheeler
gave 22000, and then amid 1hereasing
enthusiasin 2300 subseriptions  were
named, then others of smaller amounts.
Rev. Father Martin Mohonoy, a priest
from St. Paul, who receives a salary of
£300 a year, contributed F100 to the
fund, and on the whole wbout 225,000
was promiscd.

WOMAN NUFFRAGR

was the question around which the
hottest debata of the Consentinn con-
tred, The platform as adopted was
published in fall in last week's Canada
Citizen. QOuor readers will rememler
that the smventh plank read ns follows .
That the right of sutlcage rests on no mere
circumatance of race, color, sex of natlonal
ity, and that whare, from any cause, it has
been held from citizens who are of sultabile
snd mebtally and morally qualiticd for
:E:uercln of an intelligent hallot, 1t #liould
be restored by the pmople through the Legls-
Iatures of the several Niates, on such edn.a
tional besle ar they may deen wise,

o this was offered the following
smendmant by a minority report :--
* Wa bsliave that the right of equal aul-

s - Paity that as rapldly sa we come
Int power we will submilt this questfonto a
viw of the geople In the several tates to be
settlod by them at the Lallot Lox.”

Wo could not glve space to oven a
summary of the able and powerful
speechios that were mado on both sides
of the question thus brought before the
meeting,  Tho arguiment against tho
plank proposed by the committeo was
not n any sense An argunent against
Woman Suifrage, but a plea that the
piatforin would be stronger if the Pro-
hibition isue could be kept freo from
other complications.  The amendment,
hiowav oy, }ailn-d to satisfy the Conven.
tton, and the report of the committee
was sustaned by nnenormous majo.ity.

NOMINATIONS

for tho positions of eandidate for Yresi-
dent and Vico-President was tho nest
business, aud at this particular stage
the audienco was faely carried away
with excitement. When the roll of
States was called, Alabama being the
firgt, presented the name of General
Clinton B. Fisk, aud there was really
no other name befora the Convention,
although the ceremony of the eall was
continued n3 far a8 New Jersoy, when
Col. Cheves moved that Gen. Firk bo
tho unanimous choice of the Conven-
tion, Tho Chairman submitted the
motion, and tho immense audience
arose, nnd stood cheering itsclf hoarse,
and making tlags and banners tlap with
tho breeze from thousands of waving
hats and handkerchiefs, General Fisk
wag not at tho Convention, but his ab
sence was explained at once by the fol
lowing telegeam which was rcad by
Professor Dickey :

"1 am more disappolnted then you can
poesibly be st not belng permiited to look
ulpon our magnificent Convention; bLut duty
dearly fodicates that my place was here in
the (Meth.} General Conferonce, until {¢ ad.
{ournn to-day  Please convey my mont
rearty and cordial greetings to the Conven
tion,’ Ceistoy B Fiex,

A good many names were submitted |
for thy position of candidate for Vice-
Presidont, but alt were withdeawn ox.
cept that of Dr. John A. Brooks, who
was nominated by acclamation,

Mrs. J. B, Finch, widow of thn 'ate
Chairman of tho Exccutive Committes,
was introduced to the Convention and
made o touching address. Votes of
thanks were miven to the officials and
the Prohibition Party Convention ad
Journed.

ORGANIZATION,

The New Party is now face to faco
with the Premdential campmgn, to bo
directed by an unusually ablo Execu-
tive Committee, with Profeasor Dickey
still a3 Chasrman.
