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to the serious and invulnerable position taken
up by the people of 1reland, and they are will-
fng for once to confess that they are in the
right and that it is no longer advisable or
possible to govern such a people by coercion.
The spell is broken at last, the axe isat the
root of the upas tree, and the dawn of & new
era breaks gloriously forth for a people who
bave suffered terribly and who have suffered
long. So long as they depended upon others
for their redemption they were disappointed;
when they took their case into their own
bands they succeeded, for nations in this
regpect are like individuals.

THE trial of the Traversera has commenced
in Dublin, but there is great difficulty in find-
ing a jury, not only a jury that will convict,
but apy jury. Parnell has been re-elected
President of the Irish Parliamentary party,
and Justin McCarthy, Vice-President, and it
is decided tbat they will sit on the opposition
benches. The English Government is still
using strenuous exertions to get the Vatican
tc denounce the Land Lesgue, and its organs
have gone 50 far as to declare that it has
actually placed the League within the cate-
gory of associations regarded a8 revelutionary.
Tbis declaration is only laughed at by those
who remember the many canards, supplied by
English correspondents before this, of the
same nature.

Tue editor of the Canadian Spectutor is one
of the most ccmical men of our time, that is,
in Canada, for there are & good many in the
British Islands and the Isle of Man still more
comical than he. He condemns poor Oliver
Cromwell, who, if we remember aright, died
more than two hundred years ago, and yet he
abuses the Land League for asking that the
atrocities of Oliver be atoned for in a small
degree. The editor of the Spectator would
make an excellent Irish Tory, radical asare
his pretensions in Canada, tor, like these
gentry, he is willing to blame former gener-
ations but to let things be as they are at pre-
sent, or, at all events, not co follow the advice
of the Land League. The gentleman either
has not the courage of his conviclions, or his
convictions are of a pale, sickly hue.

ParTicuLARs of the calamity to the British
arms in the Transvaal have not yet been
made known, but it is believed to be scrious
far more serious than the mere slaughter of
250 men, reported.

A tolegram from Quebec Tuesday morning
brings news of a startling nature. The gar-
rison of old Stadacona is to be reinforced at
once, and fifty rounds of extra ammunition
served out to each man. We are further in-
formed, in connection with this startling
piece of intelligence, that an Imperial spy
has arrived on this continent to watch the
movements of the Land Lesguers in Canada
and the States. We cordially welcome the
Imperial spy, and if he comes to this office
we shall put him in full rapport with the
League and its mysterious doings, its papers
and its modus operandi, but he must at the
same time pay his dollar admission fee.
That is an understood thing. No dollar, no
inspection of documents. The Land League
is not yeta secret society, and has therefore no
oath to impose, which will, perhaps, be dis-
appointing to our friend the spy. Newspaper
reporters are also admitted, nay, invited,
#hich also divests the meetings of some of
their charms, and, on the whole, the epceches
made there are cold and moderate, but, not-
withstanding those little drawbacks, we can
guarantee the lmperial spy material for o
long communication to Scotland Yard or the
Secret Service Bureau of the Government in
London. We are afraid, however, that the
spy has sprung full grown from the brain of
our venerable contemporary the Quebec Mer-
cury, which has for so long a time wasted its
sweetness on the desert air that folks outside
of its immediate nelghborhood were not
aware of its existence, and it had, conse-
quently, to invent something which would
make its name heard, if ouly for a day. Itis
something to have it said in the papers
tbroughout the continent that the Quebec
Mercury is authority for the arrival of the
1mperial spy to watch the movements of the
Land Lenguers, although it may be, and un-
doubtedly is, a canard manufactured for the
occasion, BDut we would submit to our con-
temporary a still better plan for making
itself heard and permanently felt, which is to

Is to-day’s issue we give a condensed report
of the Reverend Mr. Hepworth's speech on
Ireland, taken from the New York Sun. It
is not by avy means flattering to the Irish
people, and it was delivered by a man who
was evidently striving hard to speak the truth
despite his own prejudices.

Hepworth was one of the distributors of the
Hlerald advertising fund, and as such would
naturally endorse that weathercock’s views
on Ireland, but be could not do it; he found
himself in the position of Balaam, and sur-
rounded and all as he was on the platform of
Steinway Hall by British sympathisers, he
was forced to vindicate the line of policy
adopted by the Irisk agitators.

Dr. WiLp, a'#iew prophet who has appeared
above the horizon, in a lecture which he de-
livered in Toronto, Monday 20th inst., made a
few wild predictions. He prophesied that
the world would be plunged into warin 1882 ;
that in the same year the Jews would be re-
stored to Palestine under British protection;
that this earth of ourg would be plunged in
continuous hot water for fifty years, after
which the millenium would come. The
reverend lecturer is about the most reagona-
ble prophet that has appeared for some years.
He gives one a chance to prepare, unlike
others who predicted the crush of matters in
1881, including Mother SBhipton. Why, even
the blessed baby ushered into the world on
Monday night may hope, if nothing happens
to him personally, that he will live half a
century, which is not bad considering all
things. Dr. Wild asserts that he possesses a
regular system of interpreting the Scriptures,
but then that is pothiog new. Sodoes every
fanatic who howls around the Queen's Park
on Sundays and finds himseelf in a lunatic
asylum after a short time. If Dr. Wild
would tell us something about the Pacific
Railroad, or what will be the final result of
« Boycotting” in Treland, he would add much
to our know'edge of the future; but, then,
perhaps, his system does not take in such
trifles. Meanwhile for what we have received
may Providence make us truly grateful.

We believe that the Land
Lesngue is the great national movement
which Ireland has set afoot tor the ameliora-
tion of her unfortunate condition, aud
if we understand Ebglish at all, we be-
lieve the editor of the Spectator has per-
sistently attacked it in his paper. 1t
was Mesers, Paroell and Davitt who called
the movement into existence, and the
editor of the Canadian Specfator has also at—

tacked them persistently, We further be-
lieve that it is this movement which has
forced the British Government to undertake
what is understood to be 8 sweeping reform
in the land system, and that any man or body
of men who can do this are patriots and de-
gerve well of their country and of humanity
atlarge. Itis true that, if such an organization
did not exist, fair and equare Englishmen like
Bright and Chamberlain would feel it their
duty to do some act of justice towards Ireland,
perbaps improve the Bright clause of the
Land Act 0f 1870, but it could hardly be ex-
pected that even men like those two great
Liberals would feel the same amount of
sympatby for the Irish tenantry as Davitt and
Parnell, to the manor born—Davitt himself
being the son of an evicted tenant. The editor
of the Spectator seems to labor under the
delusion of the great majority ot his
countrymen, that every act of justice to-
wards Ireland since the repeal of the Penal
Laws has been performed spontancously snd
cheerfully by Eegland. But it is not so;
every concession has been extorted from her
fears. Again, our correspondent may think
England incapable of fear, but that is a rat.
ter of opinion; we think she is, It
was the great French revolution made England
repeal the most ferocious of her Penal Laws
in 1793, a year when the arms of Republican
France were in the ascendant, it was fear of
her Irish Catholic armycaused her to grant em-
ancipation (see Wellington's life by Greig) ;
it was the Clerkenwell explosion and Man-
chester rescue disestablished the Irish Ohurch
(vide Gladstone’s speeches) ; and itis the ir-
resistible Land League which will force her
to reforma the terrible land system. The
Reverend Mr, Bray asks to be informed in
what way he bas attacked the Land League
and we refer him to the extract he has sent
usg, cut out of his own paper, wherein he says
that if more landlords are murdered and more
boycotting practised land reform in Ireland
will be put back fifty years, Now we must
infer from this that the Land League coun-
tenances murder, and yet the leaders de-
nounce it from every platform. As for
boycotting it is a different thing altogether,
it is one of the weapons wsed by a peonle

{rish workmen who wish to enroll themselvos

who are in a vast majority, ‘qpt, who

nevertheless do not rule; it is the effect of
public opinion. If, for instance, Ireland was
not united in a demand.for land reform
boycotting would be impossible. And, after
all; do not the landlords also boycott; do
not all the churches boycott? What is
social ostracism but another name for boy-
cotting? Bas the editor of the Speciator no
particular grocer or butcher "or paper
manujacturer whom he prefers to natron-
ize? We think we make out a case against
the Reverend Mr. Bray, for whom, by
the way, we entertain a great respect, when
wae say that when he condemns boycotting he
condemns the Irish National movement;
when he condemns Parnell he condemns the
Irish national movement, for Parnell is its
originator, ani boycotting is the only weapon
his onemies will allow in his hands. Ergo,
the Reverend Mr. Bray condemns the Land
Lesgue as shown by extracts from the

Spectator.

THE DANGER OF THE FUIURE.

Juy Gould, the great American speculator,
now owns more miles of railroad than any
othes single individual in the world, but yet
he is not half satisied. His ambition is as
boundiess as that of Alexander the Great in
his line, and the one great aim of his life
seems to be to obtain the controlling influ-
ence of the railroads and telegraph lines of
the United States. He already plays fast
and locse with the Stock Exchange, of which
he is the absolute monarch. Stocks rise and
fall almost at his good pleasure, but whether
they rise or fall, the fluctuations make him
all the ricber and more powerful for further
operations. Now that he in a great measure
controls the public purse little is wanting to
complete his happiness—if happiness it can
be cailed—than to control public opinion
also; ond this he is not neglecting., It isno
ionger a sscret that he either owns or has
under hypothecation an immense block of the
stock of the Tribune, that he is part pro-
prietor of the World, that he lately paid
$46,000 for eighteen shares in the Sun,and
that, finally, be is negotiating for the pur-
cLase of stock in all the New York dailies,
except the Stur and Erpress, which
papers are controlled by Jobn Xelly
and the MHerald, of which the sole pro-
prietoris the renowned James Gordon Ben-
nett. Having possession of such a number
of miles of railroad and having countrol to
sach an extent of what people assert moulds
public opinion, what car prevent Jay Gould
from exercising an immense influence on
American affairs—and indirectly of Canadian
—politically and commercially. We all
know what an influence the Grand Trunk
railroad has had in its time in Canadian
politics, but what is the power of the Grand
Trunk aod its numerous owners, who might
have different opinions on public questions,
to the one man power of Jay Gould, guided
by the one set of brains which have already
accomplished so much for their owner? Men
like Jay Gould and Vanderbilt must,
in future, be recognized as dabgerous
factors in Ametican ® politics. We have
none of them as yet in Canadn,
but bhow long shall we be without them?
About a century ago a few great houses among
the Enpglich nobility ruled the Empire. No
matter what party was in power the *dukes”
pulled the wires, and we now behold the
lamentable result, which is the wealthiest
minority the world hes ever witnessed and
the most impoverished majority. A tew
corporate bodies in the United States, such as
the great Pacific railroad companies, Yander-
bilt and Jay Gould, cuuld, if they choose to»
unite =nd nanl thejr jssues, upset the IRe-
publicand establish an Empire in its stead.
The time is 'not yet come for this
the corporate bodies aod the mono-
polists have mnot yet got their bands
on the throats of the people, but
they sare stealing them in that direction,
and if steps are not taken to stop them they
will, most assuredly, accomplish their pur-
pose. It is not in successfal human nature to
halt at any given point; it must move on,
for such is the law which governs it, and
when men are rolling in wealth they look
arcund them for other means of aggrandize-
ment, and they desire, like tbe Israclites
of old, to have a king like other nations that
they mny be lords and dukes. What advan-
tage otherwise has the owner of one hundred
millions over the man of one million?
A combination of such men and cor-
porate bodies as we have spoken of
could regulate the wages of the
masses, and we know exactly what that
means ; it means the slavery of the fres peo-
ple of the United Stntes, and it menns the
same to the people of Canada, for it is
scarcely possible, that with a huge pluto-
cracy at our doors, we could long escape the
collar of the millionaires and railroad com-
panies.

After these two worthies had given vent to a
good deal - of virtuous indignation Ald.
Egleson read the letter from a copy of the
Trvs WiTkess, and wound up by pronouncing
all the statements contained in it false. It
was then moved by Ald. Starrs, seconded by
Ald. St. Jean, *that owing to the well-
known fact that the author of the letter from
Ottawa is not deemed responsible for his acts
or sayings, that this Council take no further
notice of it, the author having to send his
gerrymander to Montreal tohave it inserted.”

Coleman suggested tnatt as John Clancy,
the writer of the letter, was an ex-Alderman
he should be brought to the bar of the Council
and treated as he deserved.” « Montes partu.

In my Iast communication I promised that
I would give au expose of the finances of the
city and of the general condition of the peo-
ple. In order to fulfil my promise intelli-
gibly I must go back to the yenr 1871, In
that year the funded debt of the city was only
one hundred and twenty thousand dollars
($120,000). In the year 1876 the debt wus
two milifons and a quarter (32,225,000). The
Parlinment Buildings wers commenced in
1860 and were not finished until 1875.
The eorection of these buildings gave
employment to about four thousand men,
more than balf of whom had families. The
Government removed to Ottawa in 1865, and
brought in its train & considerable number of
people. These with the laboring men and
mechanics who were employed on the public
buildings doubled the population of the city.
Houseroom was exceedingly scarce and rents
rose enormousty. 'The rizein the rentsgave
a marvellous impetus to bunilding ; every one

that owned & lot or a half lot
of Jand put up one Dbuilding or
more, and those who had no means

of building mortgaged their properiy te get
means. The noise of the carpenter's saw,
the mason’s hammer, and the bricklayer's
trowel was heard all over the city, and the
streets were literally encumbered with
vehicles loaded with building material,
Mechanics could earn three dollars a day and
laboring men two dollars; business of every
kind was in a flourishing condition ; the city
flowed with milk and honey, like the land of
Canaan, and money wss as common as ditch
water. In the midst of all this prosperity
there wus ope thing wanting to fill
up the measure of human thappiness
in the Capital of the Dominion, and
that was water works. The Govern~
ment had built water-works to supply
the public buildings, but Ministers of the
Crown, at their private residences were con-
strained to drink water mixed with the gaw-
dust which was constantly falling from the
numerous saw-mills at the Chaudiere into the
Ottawa River; and this was an abomination
not to be endured. Anu agitation was got up
in favor of the construction of water-works
shortly after of the location of the Govern-
ment here in 1865 ; but the people could not
be prevailed upon to vote the neces-
sary funds until 1871, when a by-law
authorizing the raising of five hundred
thousand dollars was submitted and carried
by a majority of the votes of the elactors.
The construction of the water works necessi-
tated the employment of a vast number of
workingmen, who rame to the city from all
parte, and added still further to the popula-
tion of the city. The exodus and finarcial
disaster which followed the completion ofthe
public works shall form the subject of my
next communication.

Quebec branch of the Land League, wag
moved by Mr. T. Dubig and seconded by
Swindell. The speeches made in support of
the resolutions were logical and cloquent
Mr. Quinn himself was then called upo{l
and nddressed his hearers on the great ques-
tion of the day, insisting througliout upon
the necessity of educating punlic opinion
and showing that by persisting in agitation
the Irish race had made a deep impression
on all the world, and that their demands wera
daily more and more listened to, and would
eventually be granted.

A cordial vote of thanks to Mr. Quinn wag
proposed by Mr. J. Shen and seconded by
Mr. Staftord. It was pasced amid npplause.

In concluding his report, he stated that he
bad the highest hopes for Quebec, and would
not be surprised to see that historic city
giving grander results than Montreal.

At the conclusion of Mr. Quinu's remarks,
Mr. E. Tobin, President of the Young Irish-
men’s Literary and Berefit Association,
gaid that he wished to make a correc.
tion in regurd to a statement which had
crept into the Press in reference to a dona-
tion which the Society he bad the hooor of
representing intended to make o the T.and
League. It was incorrect to state that thig
dounation was to be levied by a tax on the
members of the Society ; halfof the amount
was the proceeds cf voluntary contributions
from the members, and the other half had
been voted out of the funds of the zociety,
the total amounting to $202.45, for which
sum he would now haund in a cheque, This
announcement met with a hearty approbation
and applause.

The question was then raised of how Mr.
Redpath would be received on Yis arrival in
Montreal ; whether it would be advisable to

make the reception a public one or not. The

general opinion seemed to be that a formal
public reception was not necessary.

The President expressed the opinion thata
public reception would not be beyond their
intentions or the honor that they would wish
to bestow upon one of Ireland’s greatest bene-
factors, but would infringe too largely on the
laws of economy which Mr. Redpath himself
would not like to sece violated to the loss of
the Land League Fund. A public reception
would cost money, and all the money in their
branch exchequer must be applied to the best
advantage, which is evidently to increasc the
National Fund in Dublin.

A suggestion was made to invite the Pre-
sidents of the various societies to attend the
lecture, but it was urged that the Land League
was non-sectarian and was not to be swayed
by any creed or nationality. The suggestion,
tberefore, was not acted upon. On motion
the Executive were empowered to forward
$200 more to headquarters in Dullin,

A vote of thanks was passed to the 1rish
Mutual Building Suciety for their kindness
in farnishing the Land League with & hall
gratis. Next Sunday the meeting will be
held in Nerdbeimer's Hall, which has been
rented by the St. Patrick’s Society and of
which they give the free ure to the Land
League.

General enthusiasm prevailed throughout
the proceedings, and when the President, on
leaving the chair, wished to all the happiness
and joys of the sesson with the prayer thaf
next year on this festive occasion, the land
question would be so far settled and the rights
of the Irish people so far recognized, that
meetings of this kind wonld be no longer
called for. The meeting then closed amid
cheers for the friends of the Land Lcague and
for the Green Isle of the Sea.
