THE CONVENTION AT BUFFALO.

From a Coryespondent.

On Wednesday, the 17th instant, the Annual
Convention of the Diocese of Western New York
was opened in the beautiful Church of St. Paul,
Buffalo. There were about seventy or eighty of
the clergy of that diocese present, and four from
the diocese of Toronto,viz., the Rev.T. B. Fullfir,
Rector of Thorold ; A. F. Atkinson, Rector of St.
Catharines ; Dr. Seadding, of Toronto; and E.
Grasett, Rector of Fort Erie. There was also a
goodly number of lay delegates, and a large
congregation. Divine service commenced at 10
©o’clock, a.m. ; nine or ten clergymen (including
the Rev. Messrs. Atkinson and Fuller, of the
diocese of Toronto) taking different parts of the
service. The organ is a very fine instrument,
and was well played; and the chanting and
singing were all that could be desired. The
sermon, o very able one, was preached by the
Rev. Mr. Tyler, of Fredonia, from Matt. xvi. 3’:
“Can ye not discern the signs of the times ?
After the sermon, the holy communion was ad-
ministered by the Right Rev. Bishop De Lancey
to the officiating clergy, and by the Rev, Dr.
Shelton, Rector of St. Paul’s, aided by the Rev.
T. B. Fuller, and several others, to the rest of
the clergy and the congregation.

At the conclusion of this service there was an

in his diocese, and such wise paternal counsel as
it seemed to require.

The Convention then adjourned until 9 o’clock
next morning. - At 8 o'clock in the evening
divine service was again performed in St. Paul’s,
at which there was a large attendance of both
the clergy and laity. Thus ended the first day
of the convention.

On the second day, prayers having heen said,
there was some discussion relative to the injury
done to the Church, through certain parishes
not being punctual in the payment of their min-
isters’ salaries. Such neglect, it was shewn,
was a great discouragement to young men of
talent to take orders. Resolutions on this sub-
ject were passed, and a committee appointed to
investigate the matter and find out the best
course to pursue. Various matters of local in-
terest were then discussed, and the accounts of
the Treasurer of the Convention having been
examined by a Committee, were reported as
being correct. The special committee, to which
was referred a question as to the number of
Trustees of the General Theological Seminary;
to which the Diocese was entitled, reported that
the Diocese is entitled in its own name to one
Trustee ; for the $10,000 assessed to it, five
Trustees; for 125 clergymen belonging to the
Diocese, in the ratio of one Trustee to every
eight clergymen, fifteen Trustees,—making 21,
exclusive of the Bishop.

The names of those recommended as Trustees
were then read, and approved by the convention.

The Bishop then submitted a report in rela-
tion to the condition of the Missionary Funds:

“ The present Missionary Fund amounts to
$10,141 ; the present amount of the Van Wag-
anen Fund is $1,412.16. To the education of
young men for the Ministry, $277 have been
appropriated, and to the Diocesan Missions,
$4,488.22.”

The Bishop also submitted the following re-
port in relation to De Veaux College :—

“The Trustees of De Veaux College for Or-
phan and Destitute Children, being required by
the Act of Incorporation to report a general
statement and account of said institution to the
Convention of the Protestant Episcopal Church
in the Diocese of Western New York, respect-
fully report :—

‘“That the Trustees named in the Act of In-
corporation, a copy of which is herewith sub-
mitted, organized as a Board at Niagara Falls
on the 3rd day of May, 1853, by the appointment
of the Rt. Rev. William Heathcote de Lancey,
Bishop, as President, and Peter A. Porter, Esq.,
as Secretary.”

The Convention then proceeded to elect the
Standing Committee and Delegates to the Gen-
eral Convention.

Governor Seymour, on hehalf of a Committee,
reported favourably on the subject of the Fund
for the support of the Episcopate.

On motion of Gov. Hunt, it was—

Resolved,—“That the Treasurer of the Con-
vention be and hereby is uuthorized to pay to
the order of each Clerical Deputy of this Dio-
cese to the General Convention the sum of $50,
to defray his expenses in attending its next tri-
ennial meeting.

Resolved,—* That the clergy of the Diocese in
charge of parishes, are requested to make a col-
lection in their respective churches on the 4th
Sunday of September next, the 18th Sunday
after Trinity, for the purpose of defraying the
expenses of the Convention and to transmit the
same to the Treasurer of the Convention.”

Various other matters pertaining to the wel-
fare of the Church were discussed in like man-
ner, and a vote of thanks passed to the congre-
gations of Buffalo, for the generous hospitality
extended to the members of Convention. The
Rev. Dr. Roal then moved that the Convention
do adjourn. Before putting the question, the
Bishop addressed the assembly in his usual
chastely-eloquent and touching manner, after
which the Convention united with him in sing-
ing the ¢ G@loria in Excelsis.” Prayers were
then said, the benediction pronounced, and the
Convention adjourned.

On reviewing the %)roceedings of these inte-

d not fail to be impressed
with the christian order and solemnity that pre-
vailed throughout; the effect of which was not
a little heightened by the beauty and ecclesias-
tical style of the sacred edifice in which they
took place. The fine form, grave demeanor and
commanding ability of the admirable bishop who
presided, the excellent manner in which the
various services were performed by the clergy,
the exquisiteness of the music, the loud and full
toned response (as it burst from the whole con-
gregation, like the “ sound of many waters,”)
and the individual interest which all seemed to
feel in what was going on, all tended to impress
the beholder with the conviction that the Pro-
testant Episcopal Church in the United States
is a reality, that it had taken a strong hold of
the affections of the people and a deep root in
the land ; and from our hearts we could not help
exclaiming— FE'sto perpetua !

Another pleasing feature which marked the
occasion was the generous hospitality of the
churchmen of Buffalo. The house of the worthy
Rector of St. Paul’s was open to all comers, and
no visitor was at a loss for a home and a hearty
welcome among his fellow-churchmen, during
his stay in the city. This isjust as it should be.
Indeed the liberality of American churchmen to
their clergy is proverbial. Aswe walked through
the elegantly furnished apartments of the par-
sonage attached to St. Paul’s church (which, by
the bye, is a most comfortable and commodious
house, fitted up with baths and every conveni-
ence), it was gratifying to learn that all the
beautiful articles of furniture before us were
presents to the excellent pastor from his people.
A few days before, a worthy member of his con-
gregation, seeing him on duty in a hired vehicle,
enclosed him a cheque for 200 dollars to buy a
horse for his own special use. And as we were
sitting with him, in came a splendid surplice, of
most graceful dimensions and choice workman-
ship, which must have cost some forty or fifty
dollars, a gift from the young ladies of his con-
gregation; and only a few weeks since he was
presented with a beautiful gown of the very
richest material; the American ladies thus
evincing a laudable desire that the Aabits of
their Clergy should be of the finest and purest
character. In this respect we would hold them
up to the ladies of the Anglo Canadian Branch
of the Church Catholie, as objects worthy of all
imitation ; for, to our certain knowledge, there
are several of our clergy, and some of the
worthiest too, whose clerical habits need an en-
tire renewal.

In concluding our observations, we would re-
mark that there was only one thing which
marred the otherwise to us unmingled pleasure
of the occasion, and we notice it with no unkind-
ly feeling, but because it is so alien to our ideas
of what a clergyman’s appearance should be,
and so unlike anything we ever saw in the Eng-
lish branch of the Church, We allude to'the
fashion adopted by several of the American
clergy, of the younger ones in particular, of
having their faces covered with hair. To be a
hairy man may be, in their estimation, a mark
of distinetion ; hut when we see almost every
fop that walks the street present'mg the same
hirsute appearance, we cannot bpt regret that
there should be a difficulty in deciding, judging
from external appearance, which is the Minister
of Christ. For the latter, according to our old
fashioned notions, should ever be distinguished
by a meek countenance and an entire absence of
conformity to the foppery of the world.

THE CHURCH SQCIETY OF ¥HE DIOCESE OF
TORONTO.

COLLECTIONS MADE IN THE SEVERAL CHURCHES,
OHAPELE AND MISSIONARY STATIONS, ON BE-
HALF OF MISSIONARY OBJECTS WITHIN THE
DIOCESE, APPOINTED ¥OR PALM BUNDAY.

Previously announced in the Clurch newepaper,
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Bishop Whittingham, of Maryland, passed
through Genoa on the 5th ultimo, for Turin,
accompanied by a nephew, Mr. G. H. Condit, of
New Jersey. A letter in the Newark Advertiser,
dated Genoa, June 6, states that the Bishop is
in infirm health, though he is on the whole bet-
ter than when he left home. After reposing a
few days at Turin, he proposed to proceed
leisurely to Milan, Venice and Florence. He
will scarcely venture so far south as Rome,
since he proposes to take the Liverpool steamer
of the 15th of August for New York, in order to
reach home by the first of September.

A~ Excrisa Bisnor oN THE CONTINENT.—It
will interest our Episcopal readers to know that
a rapid tour through the principal cities of the
continent has been just made by an English
bishop, for the purpose of looking after and mi-
nistering to the scattered sojourners everywhere
who belong to the Church of England. The right
of confirmation was administered on these occa-
sions, among other things. A daughter of our
friend, Hon. D. D. Barnard, received this rite at
Berlin, at the hands of the Bishop of Ripon—a
prelate in person and manner very like the
bishop of Western New York. The presence of
a bishop of the Church of England, being a
somewhat unusual event in Germany, appears
to have excited great interest in the several
cities, &c., and the solemnity has been nume-
rously attended by pastors and members of the
Lutheran Church, as also by the members of
other religious orders. The administration of
the ceremony, as used in the Episcopal Church,
was generally acknowledged to present a favor-
able contrast to the manner in which the rite is
administered in the Lutheran Church. The
cultivation of friendly relation with Protestant
bodies on the continent, favorably disposed to
the Church of England, is a result not overlooked
in the grewing frequency of these international
acts of christian intercourse, and they are ex-
pressive of an intense longing, in the minds of
the soberest and soundest christian men of every
name, to repair the mischief of division, and to
restore the unity of church-fellowship, so far as
it may be done without & sacrifice of the truth.
—Rochester American.

Tae SvccessioN Founp.—A Williamsburgh
correspondent of the Presbyterian Banner de-
scribes the recent transfer of allegiance of the
Church, of which Rev. Dr. Finley, Ph. D., is
pastor, from the Reformed Presbytery (Coven-
anters) to.the Old School General Assembly.—
They were, he says, ‘convinced that the only
true ministerial succession from the Apostolic
Church has, at least in the United States, come
through the Assembly; and still more convinced
that the piety of the ministers and of the people
of the Assembly is more after the Apostolical
pattern, than is to be found in any other organ-
ization. The ancient usages of our Church are
strictly observed in Psalmody, and the admin-
istration of the sacraments.”

We are really glad to find that there is faith
yet left in the Apostolic succession, even as
traced through a presbyterian channel. We
only hope that the faith in it as necessary to a
valid ministry, may continue, until this consci-
entious congregation shall have found its way to
that ¢ruly Apostolic succession, from which the
Apostolic Office has not been left out.— Church
Jour.

CrurcH LIBERALITY IN MicHIGAN.—We take
the following from the Gospel Messenger :—
Bishop McCoskry’s congregation have built
him one of the most beautiful gothic church
edifices in the West, at a cost, with all its furni-
ture, of $41,000—every dollar of which is paid,
and a surplus left, which, together with $5000
raised (almost in a day), has been applied to
purchase a neat and complete parsonage adjoin-
ing the church. These sums, in connection with
other collections made in the church, have
amounted to forty-seven thousand four hundred
and seventy dollars ! and have been actually paid
within the last eighteen months.

The Mormons are making a desperate effort
Jjust now for the conversion of India to the creed
of Joe Smith. Thirteen “ ministers” arrived in
Calcutta from the city of the Salt Lake, via
California, a month or six weeks ago, and their
““high priest” has lately got one of the newspa-
pers to publish his manifesto. They are not
likely to do much here. The Europeans laugh
at them, and the natives do not understand
them—for seemingly their gift of tongues does
not include Bengali. The ¢ high priest” just
referred to, and who seems a man of considerable
natural eloquence and ability, but of very defec-
tive education, boldly avows the doctrine and
practice of polygamy, justifying it by reference
to the cases of the patriarchs and kings of
Israel.

From our English Files.
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The late turn-out of factory operatives at
Stockport has terminated by the masters acced-
The
strike has lasted nearly eight weeks. The work-
men have purchased a victory which it is cal-
culated that, with two years’ full work, they
will scarcely recover from; and the masters
have suffered in equal proportion. An intelli-
gent, and one of the largest employers amongst
them calculates the loss of all parties in the
struggle at from £180,900 to £150,000.

A serious collision of two trains took place on
Monday, on the South Devon line, between
Totnes and Brent, by which several persons
were severely hurt. No lives were lost. It oc-
curred through the guard mistaking the signal.

It is stated that the Chobham encampment
will be broken up finally on the 25th inst. ; and
it is also rumoured that on the 16th, Lord Sea-
ton will resign the command of the troops to the
Duke of Cambridge.

The Duchess of Hamilton has publicly avowed
the fact—which has long been suspected—that
her grace has united hergelf to the Church of
Rome. Rumour intimates that the Duke will
also shortly be declared. His grace’s only sister,
who was divorced from the Duke of Newecastle,
became a Romanist before that event, and shortly
after Mr. Gladstone’s unsuccessful attempt to in-
duce her to return to England.— Record.

A daring robbery has been committed in Oriel
College, articles of plate belonging to the Hon.
Chandos Leigh, one of its members, having been
stolen from his rooms, amounting in value to
between £60 and £70. The delinquent is a
clothes cleaner, of the name of Richard Harris,
and in that capacity had access to the rooms.

Sir Joseph Paxton, when examined by the
Committee of the House of Lords, on the West-
end and the Crystal Palace Railway Bill, the
other day, said the water-works at the Crystal
Palace would be five times the extent of those
at Versailles. The principal fountain would
have 1,000 jets. There would be besides two
Jets d’eau, throwing the water 230 feet high, or
several feet higher than the monument, and en-
trusted to his hands, he would undertake to get
the tmilway, palace, and all complete by May
next.

The estimated total number of volumes now
in the library of the British Museum is 510,000.
The additions, since 1848, have been at the rate
of 15,000 volumes a year.

The Morning Chronicle publishes the following

The Guards have been sent to
Schumla.  Public feeling is more tranquil.—
Armaments continue.”

THE CRYSTAL PALACE AS A SPECULATION.—
The. New York Herald publishes a statement of
the daily cash receipts at the Crystal Palace,
since its opening on the 15th of July, up to the
4th of August, together with tables exhibiting
the daily receipts at the Fair of the American
Institute for the last three years, and the total
receipts of the same Institution for the last five
years. From these comparative statoments it
appears that the average daily receipts at the
Pg.lace c.lo not equal those of the American In-
stitute in any of the years which ave given in
the table; and that the total amount collected
at the Pn.la_ce, from the 15th of July to the 4th
of August inclusive, do not reach those veceived
at the Fair held at Castle Garden since the year
1848, We have from the first predicted that the
Exhibition would prove a failure gs a specula-
tion, and that in the end a serious loss of money
must fall upon some of those connected with the
affair. But no person could have foreseen so
melancholy a result as the present exhibition dis-
closes. At the time that it became necessary to
inflate the stock in order to secure the benefit of
their ingenuity to certain of the projeetors, it
was confidently calculated that the average da,ily
receipts of the show would bhe more than five
times the amount realized on any one day since
the opening; and even then some considered it
doubtful whether it would prove a paying spec-
ulation allowing the caleulation not to be over-
estimated. It is probable that during the months
of September and October the receipts will be
larger than they are now; but they would have
to be increased four-fold to save the concern
from bankruptecy. Some of the wide awake
gentry of the metropolis have made a handsome
thing out of the speculation; but others, more
verdant, will be badly taken in.—Syracuse Star.
