The necessity of the prevention of an arms race in outer space has now

became a question of high urgency. The socialist countries express satisfaction

at the fact that the consideration of this problem has been inscribed on the agenda
of the Committee on Disarmament. They maintain that, in accordance with

United Nations General Assembly resolution 35/99 the Committee should start
negotiations on a treaty on the prohibition of the stationing of weapons of any
kind in outer space. The most effective approach to the fulfilment of this task
would be the creation, at the second part of the 1982 sessicn, of an appropriate

2d hoc working group. The views of the socialist countries concerning the terms of
reference of such a group were reflected in document QD/272 submitted by the delega-
tion of Mongolia. ' :
