The cause of death was a massive
haemorrhage in the pontine area of the brain ( a deep-seated
vital centre). There was no warning symptom of this grave immediate
condition and it bore no relationship to the severe cold of
last week.,

It has been known that Dr. Smith had shown at
intervals for some years a mild degree of hypertension

(high blood pressure) without any synptoms or complications,.
