CANADA HOSTS CONFERENCE
ON THE ROLE OF
THE MILITARY AND DEMOCRATIC SOCIETIES

The Secretary of State for External Affairs, the Honourable
Barbara McDougall, and the Minister of National Defence,

the Honourable Marcel Masse, today announced the convening
of a Conference on the Role of the Military and Democratic
Societies, February 2-5. The conference is sponsored
