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PRAYERS

Mr. Kaplan, irom the Standing Committee on Finance,
Trade and Economie Affairs, prrcsented the Fifth Report
of the Committee, which is as follows:

Pursuant to its Order of Reference of Monday, October
28, 1974, your Committee has considered Bill C-2, An
Act to amend the Combines Investigation Act and the
Bank Act and to repeal an Act to amend an Act to amend
the Combines Investigation Act and the Criminal Code
and has agreed to report it with the following amend-
ments:

Clause 1

Strike out lines 20 and 21, on page 1, and substitute
the following therefor:

"place at a particular time or times or of a right to
transportation, and"

Clause 2

Strike out lines 21 to 39, on page 3 and lines 1 to 25, on
page 4, and substitute the following therefor:

" "4. (1) Nothing in this Act applies in respect of
(a) combinations or activities of workmen or em-
ployees for their own reasonable protection as such
workmen or employees;

(b) contracts, agreements or arrangements between
or among fishermen or associations of fishermen and
persons or associations of persons engaged in the
buying or processing of fish relating to the prices,
remuneration or other lîke conditions under which
fish will be caught and supplied to such persons by
fishermen; or

(c) contracts, agreements or arrangements between
or among two or more employers in a trade, indus-
try or profession whether effected directly between
or among such employers or through the instru-
mentality of a Corporation or association of which
such cmployers are members, pertaining to collec-
tive bargaining with their employees in respect of
salary or wages and terms or conditions of em-
ployment.

(2) Nothing in this section exempts fromn the appli-
cation of any provision of this Act a contract, agree-
ment or arrangement entered into by an employer to
withhold any product from any person, or to refrain
from acquiring f rom any person any product other
than the services of workmen or employees."
